	The Finance Sub Committee had met to evaluate the bids received for submission in the CIF portfolio. A scoring mechanism, using Sport England’s CIF assessment criteria, had been applied and the bids were prioritised as shown in Appendix 2 of the report to the Board. 

31 bids had been received from CSP partners plus 2 SASSOT bids totalling just over £1million of our minimum indicative amount allocated by Sport England.

It was noted that:

· Newcastle Youth Facilities bid score should read 59 not blank as shown in Appendix 2

· A Youth Games bid was not worked up because it did not meet Sport England’s age criteria


	
	

	
	· A Facilities Strategy bid was not worked up because it did not directly impact on the 1% increase in participation and therefore did not meet the criteria. However, Sport England were considering funding it through their revenue budget

· The SASSOT Workforce Plan bid had been combined with a bid submitted from Stoke-on-Trent

· The Marketing bid, on behalf of the CSP, had also been prepared to support the promotion of successful CIF projects and support partners in raising awareness in the sub region re opportunities to participate in sport and active recreation

· At the request of Sport England, the Staffs FA Equity Officer bid, was to be referred to the Football Foundation. AW declared an interest in the bid, but requested that it still be considered as there were mixed messages nationally as to the eligibility for inclusion within the portfolios. MT to raise the issue again with Sport England when submitting the portfolio

It was to prioritise the bids as follows:

High = 60 points and above 

Medium = 59 to 50 points

Low = 49 points and below

Next stages:

1. Bids to be ranked as high, medium or low and the outcome notified to applicants with the offer of feedback if required

2. Portfolio of bids to be submitted to Sport England on 15 June

3. Regional Sports Board Investment Panel to meet on 29 June to decide which bids will move through to stage 2

4. Applicants to be informed of RSB’s decision at the beginning of July

5. Projects that go through to stage 2 we will be offered help, by the Core Team, to work up the detail required for stage 2 for submission in Sept or March

6. Sport England West Midlands to commit 40% of their funding by September 07 and 70% by March 2008

7. Failed bids - CSNs will need to make the decision on whether the projects are included in their Delivery Plans for the future. Where the projects meet a strategic need, CSNs will be offered help to develop them further, or be encouraged to apply through the open pot or be guided where to seek other sources of funding

8. Projects that get through to the final award will receive detailed performance indicators and will be monitored 

In addition to the portfolio of bids to be submitted, 5 Sport Across Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent bids were currently going through stage 2 of the open pot process and the outcome was expected imminently.

Press coverage to be carried out to inform of outcome of open pot CIF awards and submission of portfolio of bids.

The Board noted its appreciation of all the work that the staff had done thus far in respect of CIF.
