	SASSOT - Moving Forward – MT (Enc 2)

Report presented, discussed and accepted.

Discussion focused around the coordination and writing of funding bids identified as a work area that Partners would want SASSOT to support.  It was suggested that SASSOT offer a menu of services, some free and some costed. MT agreed to discuss exact requirements when he meets Partners individually, look at utilising existing expertise within the Partnership and examine the scope within the role of the Active Recreation Manager.
SR gave an update on Sport England’s restructure and current position in relation to their new Strategy for Sport. Full details of the services Sport England will contract CSPs to deliver will be known in November.

JR commented that the Health Service was disappointed with the route Sport England was taking in terms of the physical activity agenda. MT informed that SASSOT as a CSP had delivered across the wider agenda and would hope to be able to continue to do so in the future, subject to the continuation of sub-regional Partners’ funding.
MT informed that there would be a requirement to give staff notice of potential redundancies in December and it was therefore necessary to carry out the ‘next steps’ outlined in the report.

It was agreed to hold an extra-ordinary Board meeting in December to consider the draft Business Plan and financial resources available.
