NEWCASTLE (STAFFS) SCHOOLBOYS DOMINATE

If a criteria of success in schools vollsyball is National Schools
Championships results, those achieved by the Newcastle-
under-lyme, Staffordshire, schools of Edward Orme and
Marshlands clearly indicate a 3"z year long success story.

It was June 1979 when Edward Orme won the All England
individual schools u/15 Boys Championships, thus commencing
a period in which Marshlands and Edward Orme have
dominated the four boys age groups, reaching the finals of all
four, every year, except the u/15 in 1982. Marshlands recently
qualified for both u/16 and u/19 finals in London on April 23/24
and Newcastle College (mainly ex-Edward Orme pupils) the
u/19 to continue this run of success. In addition, the combined
schools, playing in the Inter-City/County Championships as
Newcastle Schools won the two available age-groups (u/15 and
u/19), in 1980, 1981 and 1982. At an individual level, Newcastle
boys have represented England u/16 for the past four years,
this year having surpassed all others with the selection of six of
the squad of twelve.

Why such success in the two schools, in an area which did not
support a National League Club, and does not have a glut of
facilities, coaches or administrators?. It would be interesting to
compare the Edward Orme/Marshlands successes of the early
1980's with the success of, for instance, Liverpool schools in the
1970's, Ounsdale School, (Wombourne) in the latter part of that
decade, or the remarkable results of Buttershaw (Bradford)
over many years. | suspect that the reasons for all these
successes owe little to overall resources. The prime factor is
the enthusiasm of a few, possibly one, who motivates others.
To examine the two Newcastle schools — Edward Orme and
Marshlands. There are no secrets. Other sports are not
banned. The boys are not extraordinary super-humans. The
facilities are not unique. Yes, both schools have Sports Halls,
but teaching the game does not demand such a facility. Most
Sports Halls are, unfortunately, still used primarily for
badminton, netball and 5-a-side. There are no wonderful
training methods. Just hard work by a few individuals. The
game takes its place in the curriculum alongside other games
and activities. Clubs are formed and teams evolve. The
additional work is then done outside the curriculum, but
alongside traditional games, rugby and soccer, and newer ones
such as basketball.

Volleyball is a hard game to teach, indeed the most difficult
that | have experienced. It is a relatively easy game to coach
(my opinion only!). Within the two schools, to assist the
development of the game, handicap tournaments and
marathon matches have been organised each year, involving
several dozen people. Invitation tournaments have been
arranged to develop team play, and as many matches as
possible played in the various age group teams. There has
been a consistent effort to develop high standards, both on and
off court, including a policy of developing individuals as
referees and coaching assistants.

Success in championships has its problems. There is only a
certain amount of time that any individual can give to the
game, and that a facility can be available for training. At the
Marshlands the Sports Hall is available during lunch breaks and
at the end of the school day but only once per week for
volleyball, and so additional training has to be fitted in at other
times, weekends and school holidays for instance. Many of the
team members represent other schools sports teams. There is
an explicit policy encouraging participation in rugby as well as
soccer, basketball as well as volleyball. With team successes
the Sports Hall training time has to be devoted to teams, at the
expense of handicap leagues, involving many more pupils. This
is an unfortunate and questionable result of success in National
Championships.

School team successes during 1980 and 1981 prompted the next
stage in the growth of the game in Newcastle Schools — the
formation of the Newcastle (Staffs) Volleyball Club. The
specific aim of the club is to provide National competition for
present and past Edward Orme and Marshlands pupils. Some

readers of this magizine will know of the outstanding potential
of the club, not just because of the young players, but due to
the excellent club administration. During the current season,
Newcastle V.C. is unbeaten in all National Competition, having
already won Division IV (North) and qualified for the National
Mikasa Junior Cup Final and the semi final of the National
Kestours Cup. Home matches are well-organised events, with
important cup matches attracting as many as 400 spectators
including ‘personalities’ such as Mark Chamberlain, Stoke F.C.
and England, himself an accomplished and enthusiastic
volleyball player.

It will be interesting to watch the development of Newcastle
during the 1980's to a hoped for position in the leading senior
ranks by the end of the decade. That would indeed prove
immensely satisfying to the handful of individuals involved in
the development of teams at Marshlands and Edward Orme at
present.

The game remains in its infancy. At schools the promotion of an
individual teacher to another school can prove to be the end of
volleyball at the school. Traditional games will continue,
irrespective of staff changes. The financial burden on clubs is
probably mainly responsible for the general lack of junior
development programmes. All of us involved in the game know
the problems. There is no common answer. Each town and area
will find its own solutions. In Newcastle-under-Lyme, the link
between schools and club is clear. Not only players pass from
one to the other, but gradually a ‘volleyball educated’ young
public is supporting the game.

The future looks promising!
