ADDRESSING DISAFFECTED YOUNG PEOPLE THROUGH THE ‘RESPECT’AGENDA AND ‘RAMP’ 

What is ‘Respect’ and ‘RAMP’? 

 
The Respect drive is:

A cross-Government strategy to tackle bad behaviour and nurture good - and so help create the modern culture of respect.
It is about central government, local agencies, local communities and ultimately every citizen working together to build a society in which we can respect one another – where anti-social behaviour is rare and tackled effectively, and communities can live in peace together. RAMP – the Respect Athlete Mentoring Programme is:

A mentoring scheme funded by the Department for Culture, Media and Sport, that supports disadvantaged and disaffected young people by providing them with the opportunity to work with professionals across a range of sporting and creative disciplines. Mentoring can improve confidence and self-esteem, as well as raising aspirations, giving young people the sort of positive and challenging experience that will inspire and motivate them.  

Sport England and the Youth Sport Trust are responsible for delivering the sport strand of the ‘Respect’ mentoring programme; other strands relate to youth music and youth media. Sport England is working with Creating Excellence to deliver the community element of the sport strand, with Youth Sport Trust responsible for the educational element of the sport strand.

Timing and Location for RAMP
The scheme runs until March 2008, building on the commitment made in the Respect Action Plan last year. RAMP will initially be delivered in nine area's across the UK; Birmingham, Bradford, Bristol, Hull, Leeds, Liverpool, Manchester, Nottingham and Sandwell. Four London Boroughs of Camden, Hackney, Newham, Tower Hamlets and Southwark will also receive the programme. 
Throughout March/April, mini steering group meetings will be established within the local areas of the relevant CSP’s / CSN’s, in order to ascertain the programmes and networks that are available to each for identifying the mentees. Across the 14 areas, Sport England aims to deliver 75 mentoring packages (between 1 and 5 young people per package), each lasting about 6 months. All 75 packages need to start by the end of August to ensure they have been completed by March 2008 when the funding comes to an end. There is an opportunity for key local partners to contribute into this programme at both a regional and sub-regional level.
