Summary 

The new economics foundation (nef) has announced that, together with Community Links, it has issued a report called Fool’s Gold, which it has claimed shows that, unless cast-iron guarantees are built into plans for the 2012 Olympics, the Games will fail to leave the promised positive local legacy for the poorest residents of East London.

Paul Sander-Jackson, head of Thriving Communities at nef and co-author of the report, commented: 'The Governments clear inability to manage the budget for the 2012 Olympics means that there must be safeguards in place to ensure that the family silver isn’t, quite literally, sold from under the feet of East Londoners once the games are over to pay back the huge debts accrued in Olympic delivery.'

Efford - Sports (VAT)

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Clive Efford: To ask the Secretary of State for Culture, Media and Sport what discussions he has had with the Chancellor of the Exchequer on HM Revenue and Customs' decision to apply VAT at the standard rate retrospectively to inclusive membership packages offered by sports and leisure trusts; what representations he has received on the subject; and if he will make a statement. Mr. Sutcliffe: My right hon. Friend the Secretary of State has had no discussions with the Chancellor of the Exchequer on this subject, although as Minister for Sport I have held discussions with HMT and DCMS officials have been in regular contact with their counterparts at HM Revenue and Customs (HMRC). I have received a number of representations on the issue of VAT and its application in respect of leisure trusts. This included a meeting with Sporta, the leisure trust umbrella body, to hear their concerns. I have been assured by HMRC that there has been no recent change in policy on VAT and leisure trusts and that discussions have taken place and will continue to take place as necessary, between HMRC and businesses and organisations. In relation to retrospective charges in particular I am informed that trusts who can show that they have misunderstood the tax position in relation to  their services or have been misdirected by HMRC can ask for consideration to be given to remitting the retrospective tax.

Following a recent independent audit of Baseball/Softball UK (BSUK), Sport England have confirmed that they are fully satisfied that BSUK can appropriately manage and account for public funds.

Sport England also hold quarterly reviews with BSUK to consider progress of their Whole Sport Plan.

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Sandra Gidley: To ask the Minister for the Olympics what assessment she has made of the likely effects of the 2012 Olympics on public health. [199363]

Tessa Jowell: The 2012 games are our best chance in a generation to encourage people to be more active. We will set out clear targets and initiatives for increasing participation in sport and physical activity in the forthcoming Legacy Action Plan.

Several regional physical activity networks working on behalf of the Department of Health have commissioned a review of the health and physical activity benefits from hosting previous Olympic games and other major sporting events and the potential benefits to the UK from hosting the 2012 games. This work is being carried out by the Centre for Sport, Education and Activity Research at Canterbury Christ Church university. Findings from the research will provide recommendations on how best we can use the 2012 games to inspire, engage and encourage people to lead healthier and more active lifestyles.
