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SPORTING EQUALS FUNDING NEWSLETTER – MAY 2008
Funding information to support sports and physical activity projects for ethnic minorities, refugees and migrant communities.

This newsletter has been put together by Sporting Equals, the only organisation working across the UK to promote opportunities for ethnic minorities in sport. It provides information on national and regional sources of funding relevant for organisations working with ethnic minorities in sport. It is divided into funding available across the UK (or sometimes England) as well as regional and locally targeted funding. 

National
Sports Aid

Sports Aid grants support talented individuals aged 12-16 years, to help them achieve excellence in sport.  Applicants must be identified and nominated by their National Governing Bodies of Sport based on their talent and sporting results. SportsAid applicants must meet the following criteria: 
· Performance: Member of the GB/England team or squad member.

· Location: Live and train in England.

· Age: between 12 and 18 years old, but we focus on the 12 to 16 age group.

· Income: must not earn over £8,000 a year.

· Funding: should not be in receipt of any other funding such as TASS* Award or Lottery.

If you feel that you meet these criteria, contact your National Governing Body to discuss your nomination for a SportsAid Award and request a SportsAid application.

WRG Challenge

This year's WRG Communities Challenge will provide £2 million of funding to support community regenerational projects that will breathe new life into tired and rundown facilties or provide much needed new amenities. Organisations are invited to bid for funding of between £75,000 and £250,000 for capital projects which will make a real difference to their community. Projects could include: Public parks, community gardens or country parks; Community centres, village halls and youth centres; Play areas, skateparks and multi-use games areas; Sports centres and recreation grounds. To qualify projects must be site-based and located within 10 miles of any landfill site in one of the following areas: Bedfordshire; Buckinghamshire and Milton Keynes; Cambridgeshire; Cheshire; Conwy; Cumbria; Derbyshire; Edinburgh and Midlothian; Glasgow and North Lanarkshire; Halton and Warrington; Humber (includes North East Lincolnshire and North Lincolnshire); Kent; Lancashire; Lincolnshire; Norfolk; North & West Yorkshire; Northamptonshire; Nottinghamshire; Oxfordshire and Berkshire; South Yorkshire; Suffolk; Warwickshire and West Midlands; Wrexham; West Glamorgan. Grants to Promote Human Scale Education 
Grants are available from the Gulbenkian Foundation to youth organisations, and those agencies who work with them, wishing to initiate projects aimed at fostering better relations between young people from different cultures and faiths.  Fully prepared proposals are considered at three Trustee Meetings a year, usually held in the first week of March, July and November. Papers have to be finalised six weeks in advance, therefore initial proposals must be submitted at least two months before the relevant Trustee Meeting.

BIG To Launch New £190 Million Fund to Support Facilities for Young People 

The Big Lottery Fund has announced that it will launch a new £190 Million fund to support projects that deliver world class facilities for young people. The programme “myplace” , which will run between 2008 and 2010 will provide grants of between £1 million and £5 million for projects that; 

· provide young people with exciting and safe places to go in their leisure time where they can get involved in a positive range of activities; 

· allow more young people, particularly the most disadvantaged, participate in positive leisure time activities that support their personal and social development; 

· enable more young people to have access to information, advice and support services from within places they feel comfortable; 

· and that provide for stronger partnership working between local authorities, third, private and public sector partners to plan, deliver and operate financially sustainable youth facilities with and for young people. 

All projects will need to demonstrate genuine cross-sector partnership between public sector bodies and third and/or private sector organisations. £160 million will be available to support projects in the first year of which £50 milion will be available for fastrack projects that are already well developed and therefore able to submit robust business and capital plans with their application. Application and guidance materials for the first funding round will be available from 6 May 2008. Regional seminars are taking place during early May to inform groups about myplace. The deadline for fast track applications is the 29th July 2008 and the deadline for the standard route is the 30th September 2008.

Department of Health to Launch New Bidding Round through the Social Enterprise Investment Fund 
The Department of Health’s has announced that a second call for proposals through the Social Enterprise Investment Fund (SEIF) will open in April 2008. Under the SEIF, a total of £73 million will be available between 2007 and 2011 to stimulate and encourage the start up and development of a vibrant social enterprises in the health and social care sector. Eligible organisations that can apply for funding include; 

· multi-agency partnerships, particularly voluntary and community groups wishing to use their expertise to provide services across health and social care; 

· existing social enterprises looking to expand into health and social care; and groups of professionals (e.g. nurses, therapists), seeking to form a social enterprise to deliver their services. 

Funding will be in the form of loans, grants and equity capital or a mixture of these, depending on the recipient organisation's needs and structure. The application deadline is the 31st October 2007. Eligible organisations will have until July to submit applications for support and funding. The Department of Health will confirm the amount of revenue and capital funding available for this funding round shortly.

Hilton in the Community Foundation 
Organisations that work with young people have the opportunity to apply for grants of up to £50,000 per year through the Hilton Foundation. During 2006, the Foundation made grants totalling over £1.3m to numerous organisations including registered charities and schools for activities and projects that meet one of the Foundation’s three chosen areas of focus; Young People – Education; Young People – Health; and Disaster Relief and International Fund. Previously supported projects by the Foundation have included funding for sports kit and supporting mini-bus costs for travel to sporting events.  The next closing date for applications is the 6th May 2008 followed by the 4th August 2008.

Dulverton Trust

This trust supports registered charities and organisations with charitable status active in the areas of Youth and Education; General Welfare; Conservation; Religion; Preservation; Peace and Security; and Africa. The Trust provides two principal types of grants. These are major grants of up to £25,000 for national or regional projects and minor grants of up to £3,000 aimed at organisations operating at local or county level. General applications for sport and sports centre development are excluded, however, many previous projects funded help disadvantaged young people through physical activity including those run by the Army Cadet Force Association, Move On, Youth at Risk, Outward Bound Trust, and YMCA Lakeside. Trustees are particularly supportive of sailing based projects. During 2006 /07 the Trust awarded grants totalling £2.8 million.  The Trustees meet four times a year to consider Major Appeals, in February, May, July and October. Appeals on the Minor Appeals Agenda are considered four times a year at variable times between the Main Agenda Meetings.

Funding for Children’s Summer Playschemes 

Each year the Trustees of the LankellyChase Foundation set aside funds for summer playschemes for children between the ages of 5 – 13 years. Preference is given to small local playschemes lasting 4 - 6 weeks, and groups planning special activities for youngsters who are disadvantaged. This includes summer activities for children in refuges and young carers. The Trustees particularly welcome applications from black voluntary sector and minority ethnic groups. A limited number of grants are disbursed in small amounts, between £200 - £500, to organisations in England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. In total approximately 150 grants are made each year.  The closing date for applications is the 2nd May 2008.

Capital Community Foundation - Deutsche Bank Small Grants   
Small grants are now available for projects that focus on education and community development. Projects must incorporate the following fund themes: education (retention, achievement, progression) or community development (community sport, educational outreach, employment and employability).
The maximum grant is £5,000, however, it is expected that only two to three grants of this size will be made.  In order to support as many groups as possible, applications of around £3,000 are welcomed. Community groups, voluntary organisations, charities, community interest companies and social enterprises may apply.  There is no fixed income threshold for applicants, however groups with an income of less than £100,000 may be prioritised. Deadline: 2 May 2008.

Lloyds TSB Foundation for England and Wales

The Lloyds TSB Foundation is one of the UK’s leading grant makers and funds thousands of charities working to tackle disadvantage across England and Wales. Their focus is to support smaller underfunded charities that help people who are disadvantaged and live in England or Wales to play a fuller role in the community of their choice. They respond directly to local needs and recommend that potential applicants discuss applications before submitting it to ensure the best chance of success.  They will support both well established and new work across the voluntary sector and are one of the few grant makers who will fund core costs, including salaries, to ensure charities can deliver their core services. If you are applying under The Community Priority Programme they have selected funding priorities at regional and national level which often include refugees and asylum seeks as well as “diverse minority communities”.

Awards for Bridging Cultures   

The Awards for Bridging Cultures recognise and reward grass roots, community and voluntary organisations in the UK for local schemes and projects that promote intercultural dialogue, understanding and awareness.  The scheme also recognises public and private sector organisations for initiating and supporting such activity. Award winners receive cash prizes of up to £10,000, a trophy and DVD recorder and editing support.  Shortlisted organisations receive cash prizes of up to £5,000, DVD recorder and editing support.  Public and private sector organisations receive a trophy to recognise their support of intercultural schemes. 

Deadline: 1 October 2008.

Community Cash Awards

Community Cash Awards are grants of up to £5,000 to help young people set up a project that will benefit their community.  In order to be eligible, applicants have to come up with an idea for a project that will improve life in a local community in the UK.  This could be a new basketball court, a music studio, a youth club, sex education workshops in schools, a youth advisory board, even a local magazine.  Applicants can be either anyone who is aged 14-16 and is in school, but struggling, or aged 16-25, unemployed or working less than 16 hours a week.   Projects must be run and managed by people between the ages of 14 and 25; clearly benefit the local community; benefit the people running the project, and be a new or developing project.

The following are not eligible:

· Formal groups or organisations 

· Expeditions or overseas travel 

· Fundraising activities for charity 

· Trips and outings, unless they have educational value

Grants are dependent on age, with funding of up to £1,000 available for 14-16 year olds and of up to £5,000 for those aged 16-25.  To apply, call us free on 0800 842 842, fill out an online form or get in touch with your local Prince’s Trust office.

Land Securities Fund 
Land Securities and Capital Community Foundation has announced that the Capital Commitment Fund for 2008 is now open for applications. Since it started in 2004 Land Securities’ Capital Commitment Fund has provided grants to a range of community projects, from dance workshops for teenagers, to IT training for vulnerable and disadvantaged people; from children’s sports clubs, to a local history group.  In particular, the fund prioritises support for projects focused on children, young people and education. The fund is open to local voluntary or community group s in Islington, Tower Hamlets, Westminster and Southwark. There are 2 deadlines for applications during the year. The charity offers grants for children and young people’s projects in the fields of education, creative activities, recreation, parental support working in central, north and west London. The Charity only gives grants to groups and organisations that are registered charities or that have automatic charitable status. It runs a small grants programme, awarding approximately 50 grants of £2,000 or less per year, in a rolling programme with no specific deadline for applications. To apply to the small grants programme, write in with a project proposal and a budget. The Charity also runs a large grants programme with no upper limits.

Skills Active Coaching Bursaries
SkillsActive has secured £250,000 from the regional Learning and Skills Council (LSC) in London and Sport England (London) to subsidise coaching qualifications for a minimum of 400 of London’s sports coaches. Caird Bardon Community Programme - West Yorkshire 

GrantScape invites applications for community and environmental projects specifically within 10 miles of the Caird Bardon Limited Peckfield landfill site (LS25 4DW). There are 2 funding rounds each year, with decisions usually announced in September and March. Grants will be awarded for amounts between £5,000 and £50,000. For exceptional projects that are located within 3 miles of the Landfill site, grants up to £125,000 will be considered. Match Funding will not be required. Projects must comply with the requirements of the Landfill Communities Fund (LCF).
