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BIG LOTTERY FUND UPDATE

For area: UK

1. Fair Share 

Open for applications: 1 January 2003
Application closing date: 31 December 2013
Minimum grant: £5,000 (with some flexibility)
Maximum grant: £250,000 (with some flexibility)
Total available: £50 million

Some parts of the UK have missed out on lottery funding in the past. The Fair Share programme has been helping to change that.

Targeted at 77 areas, Fair Share was the first joint programme from the New Opportunities Fund and the Community Fund - now merged as the Big Lottery Fund. The programme had three strands, of which one remains open:

The Fair Share Trust is a £50 million trust providing sustained funding in Fair Share areas until 2013 (2009 in Scotland). The Community Foundation Network (CFN) is the sole UK trustee and has appointed delivery agents in each of the Fair Share areas. Selected neighbourhoods in each area are receiving targeted support from these agents, and local people are getting the opportunity to make decisions on where the funding goes.

The Fair Share Trust programme aims to:

· Build capacity and sustainability – by involving local communities in decision-making about lottery funding. 

· Build social capital – by building links within and between communities to promote trust and participation. 

· Improve liveability - by improving the living environment for communities.

The remaining two strands of the Fair Share programme are now closed: 
· The Community Fund delivered £92 million through its existing grants schemes to 37 Fair Share areas up until the end of March 2005. This programme is now closed. 

· The New Opportunities Fund delivered the Fair Share: Transforming Your Space (England) programme. It allocated £37 million of funding to the 51 fair share areas in England to support projects that improved local environments and the quality of life of communities. This programme is now closed.

The international programme is the Big Lottery Fund’s way of helping disadvantaged communities overseas.

This £72 million programme supports work that tackles the causes of poverty and deprivation, and brings about a long-term difference to the lives of the most disadvantaged people across the globe.

£60 million is available for the following: 

· International Communities 

· International Strategy
· International Small Grants 

International Communities

The Big Lottery Fund wants communities to be at the heart of the international programme. This programme funds projects that:

· improve access to better and more relevant primary education for the most disadvantaged boys and girls 

· improve health for the most disadvantaged people, specifically through improved mother and child health, improved reproductive health, improved measures to prevent HIV/AIDS and mitigate its impact, improved measures to prevent and control locally significant diseases and improved mental health 

· improve allocation of natural resources to benefit the most disadvantaged people, specifically through improved access to safe water and sanitation, improved access to land and reduced vulnerability to environmental shocks and stresses 

· improve human rights for the most disadvantaged people, specifically through an improved environment in which to exercise their civil and political rights and the enabling of human rights defenders to campaign peacefully for civil and political rights 

· improve access to sustainable financial resources for the most disadvantaged people.

International Communities will fund projects in Africa, Asia, (including the Pacific and Central Asian republics) the Middle East, Central and South America, the Caribbean, Central and Eastern Europe (including the Russian Federation and the Caucasus, excluding members of the European Union).

Funding for the sustainable development and reconstruction of areas affected by the Tsunami is delivered through International Communities.

1. Children's Play

The £155 million Children’s Play initiative is based on the recommendations of the 2004 play review Getting Serious About Play, which defines children’s play as “what children and young people do when they follow their own ideas, in their own way and for their own reasons.”

The Children’s Play initiative aims to:

· create, improve and develop children and young people’s free local play spaces and opportunities throughout England, according to need; 

· support innovation and new ways of providing for children’s play;

· create a support and development infrastructure to ensure local agencies have the resources and skills to achieve the first two aims; 

· promote the long-term strategic and sustainable provision for play as a free public service to children; 

· ensure that local authorities work with other local stakeholders to develop children’s play strategies and plans; 

· ensure that good, inclusive and accessible children’s play services and facilities are provided locally.

1.1 Children’s Play programme

This £124 million programme is open for applications. Each local authority area has been allocated an amount of money based on the child population of the area and weighted by the level of deprivation. Application packs have been sent to all local authorities asking them to coordinate their area's application with their local play partnerships. 

There are four rounds of applications with closing dates on 24 July 2006, 13 November 2006, 12 March 2007 and 10 September 2007. Full guidance of how to apply and what can be funded is provided with the application form. Applicants are informed of the board’s decision within three months of the closing date for the application round.

Organisations that have an interest in children's play should engage with their local authority as it reviews and develops a local play strategy, and prepares its application. Local authorities are expected to consult and to use the play strategy as the basis for developing project proposals that meet local play needs. Applications are invited from each local authority, comprising a portfolio of projects that reflect the joint interests of the local play partnership. Local authorities have nominated staff to lead their consultation. 

As part of the application process local authorities were asked to develop a local play strategy to address identified needs. The Children's Play Council has produced guidance on the production and implementation of play strategies. The guidance sets out the importance of, and recommended processes for, play partnerships.

1.2 Play England Project
Children’s happiness and healthy development is at the centre of a £15 million partnership between the Big Lottery Fund and the Children’s Play Council. In February 2006 the Big Lottery fund awarded its first grant under the Children’s Play initiative to the Children's Play Council (part of the National Children's Bureau) for the Play England Project. This is a major five-year development to help local agencies in planning for play across their area through the setting up of a national support and development infrastructure across the regions. The Playful Ideas programme supports projects that focus on innovation and new ways of providing for children’s play. Projects seeking funding from this programme must display a creative and novel approach to addressing an identified need within the field of children’s play.

The programme is open to voluntary and community groups, the social enterprise sector, and town and parish councils. 

The programme makes capital and revenue grants between £10,000 and £250,000 for projects lasting up to five years. It can pay for all or some of your projects cost.

3. Family Learning

Total available: £40 million over three years 

The Big Lottery Fund has launched Family Learning, a programme that helps parents to understand more about how their children learn and encourages adults and children to learn as a family.

By “family” the Big Lottery Fund means at least one parent or adult carer and at least one child under the age of 16. They only fund projects that involve adults and children learning together and deliver all three of the following changes:

· family members participate in and enjoy educational activity more 

· family members have more skills and knowledge (these may include confidence and effective communication); 

· parents and carers are better able to interact positively with their children and support them in learning.

The family learning programme wants to support families who face barriers to learning or who are not confident helping their children to learn. The Big Lottery Fund is particularly interested in hearing from projects where learning is not based on gaining a qualification, and those that will help families who have not previously been involved in learning together. The programme is looking for imaginative projects that meet local needs and remove the practical barriers to learning, for example, by providing travel costs, additional support for disabled participants, or childcare.

You can apply for grants of over £10,000 and up to £500,000, the average grant is expected to be between £100,000 - £150,000 funded for up to five years. You can apply on a local or national basis.

You can apply to Family Learning if you are:

· a registered charity; 

· a voluntary or community group; 

· a statutory body, including schools and children’s centres; 

· a charitable or not-for-profit company; 

· a social enterprise; 

· a private sector organisation.

Statutory bodies and private sector organisations applying must involve a voluntary or community sector partner in planning and running the project.

Any new applicant should note the high levels of interest in this programme and consider whether your project is not better suited to another Big Lottery Fund programme.

Additionally, you should check the programme update section to view the latest news and current success rates for applicants to Reaching Communities.

Communities are at the heart of Reaching Communities. The Big Lottery Fund wants to fund projects that respond to needs identified by communities, and actively involve them. The programme is interested in funding projects that help those most in need, including those people or groups who are hard to reach. The Reaching Communities team will give support to those projects they think best meet the communities’ needs.

The three-year programme will make up to £100 million available in 2007-08.

Reaching Communities will give grants of more than £10,000 and up to £500,000, including a maximum of £50,000 for capital grants. The maximum overall project has been set at £750,000 including £200,000 for the total capital element within a project. The programme can fund projects for up to five years.

The Big Lottery Fund wants to bring about the following changes as a result of funding through this programme:

· people having better chances in life, including being able to get better access to training and development to improve their life skills; 

· strong communities, with more active citizens, working together to tackle their problems; 

· improved rural and urban environments, which communities are better able to access and enjoy; 

· healthier and more active people and communities.

The Grants to Individuals strand of the Young People's Fund is funding young people's ideas for projects that will make a difference in their community. Grants of between £250 and £5,000 will be allocated to help individuals and small groups of young people run a project in their area. This programme wants to ensure that a wide range of young people aged between 11 and 25 apply for money to transform their ideas into projects.

What can the projects be about?

The projects should help young people to contribute to their community or help them to set up small businesses that also improve the economic prosperity of their communities. It is essential that young people are involved in planning and carrying out projects, particularly if they involve disadvantaged young people.

This is one of several new programmes valued at £90 million launched by the Big Lottery Fund in Northern Ireland during 2006.

The Live and Learn programme has a two-stage application process. The final deadline for receipt of completed stage one application forms was 29 March 2007. Only projects successful at stage one will be invited to move on and apply to stage two.

At the closing date for stage one applications, 97 applications requesting over £89 million had been received; the programme has a budget of £18 million. Due to this volume of applications decisions from stage one will be announced by January 2008.

Programme aim
The aim of the programme is to increase learning opportunities and promote well-being among Northern Ireland’s most disadvantaged communities.  The fund wants its grants to make a difference to people and communities in need in Northern Ireland and through Live and Learn wants to fund projects achieving both of the following outcomes:

· giving people the opportunity to achieve their full potential; 

· improving physical and mental health for all people.

Projects must also meet one or both of the underlying principles:

· addressing disadvantage and promoting tolerance and social inclusion; 

· contributing to the reduction of poverty.

In addition, projects must meet all of the six priorities of the Live and Learn programme:

· improve essential skills to meet social and economic needs; 

· increase opportunities for community-based learning; 

· increase opportunities for volunteering and engagement with and between communities; 

· improve community facilities, access and services; 

· help individuals and communities to develop skills to make healthier lifestyle choices; 

· promote mental health and emotional well-being at individual and community level.

Who will the programme benefit?
The programme will benefit families and communities across Northern Ireland giving people a chance to develop a variety of skills at different stages in their lives.   The Big Lottery Fund is working to achieve coverage geographically, as well as across a number of communities of interest i.e. groups of people who share common interests, concerns, or shared identities.

Who can apply?
The Live and Learn programme will allocate funding to partnerships within the voluntary and community sector or between the statutory, voluntary and community sectors in Northern Ireland over a five-year period.

How much money is available?
£18 million is available for the Live and Learn Programme in Northern Ireland between now and 2009. At stage one development grants of between £20,000 and £50,000 are available to develop stage two applications. Funding of between £600,000 and £1 million is available at stage two for five-year grants.

20 to 25 development grants at stage one and approximately 12 to 15 grants at stage two have also been anticipated.

The Live and Learn programme is primarily a revenue programme.

Applicants can apply for capital costs that are no more than 10%of the total requested from the Big Lottery Fund up to a maximum of £100,000. Capital costs must be directly related to the project.

If the changes affect your application, the Northern Ireland team will let you know the revised dates.

Reaching Communities Northern Ireland makes grants to voluntary and community-led organisations. There is a total budget of £18 million available for this programme between 2006 and 2009.

The criteria to apply for this programme are very broad to enable a wide variety of groups to apply for a wide variety of projects. This funding is flexible; you need to tell them what the need in your community is.

Reaching Communities Northern Ireland Programme Review
25 April 2007
BIG has begun a review of the Reaching Communities Northern Ireland programme.

In April 2006, when they launched Reaching Communities Northern Ireland, the Big Lottery Fund indicated that they would wish to undertake a review of the programme at some stage in the future.

The aim of the review is to make improvements to the programme and ensure that they make the most effective use of available resources. It will also ensure that they successfully meet the outcomes of the programme.

In order to complete the review and implement any necessary changes, the Big Lottery Fund has decided to reschedule the application deadlines. There will now no longer be a September 2007 deadline, and this will now be January 2008. The deadlines of May 2008 and September 2008 will remain the same.

They will be in a position to implement and communicate the proposed changes to the programme in early September 2007.

They will deliver briefings on any programme changes that arise from the review process.

This extension will give potential applicants time to read their revised guidance and submit an outline proposal form, get feedback and submit full applications for the January 2008 deadline.

The Big Lottery Fund in Scotland has £257 million to spend between 2006 and 2009.  They are investing this money to bring real improvements to communities and to the lives of people most in need.  

They are making their investment in social change in Scotland in four different ways:

· Growing Community Assets  helping communities become stronger by acquiring or developing assets for their own use; 

· Dynamic Inclusive Communities  helping build stronger more vibrant communities; 

· Life Transitions t supporting projects that help people deal with change in their lives and encourage them to move on; 

· Supporting 21st Century Life investing in projects that enable people to cope with new patterns of life and the pace of change communities are experiencing.

A wide range of groups can apply including charities, voluntary and community groups, local authorities, social enterprises or health boards. Most grants are expected to be between £10,000 and £1,000,000.  If you think your project needs more, contact them to discuss your idea.

They can also help you develop or test your idea through their Investing in Ideas scheme.

They have £4.6 million to test and develop ideas that could eventually become fully-fledged projects. They may be able to fund your project too, but first they want to help you develop your idea and make sure your project will work.

Maybe you’d like to start up a new activity for groups in your area or turn a local building into a meeting place for the community.

With grants ranging between £500 and £10,000, Investing in Ideas could pay for the things that can turn your basic idea into a well-planned project including:

· market research 

· feasibility studies 

· business planning 

· training for your committee 

· exchange visits in the UK to see how other projects work 

· community consultation 

· professional advice 

· technical reports and scheme design studies.

3. Young People's Fund

Minimum grant: £5,000
Maximum grant: £1 million
Total available: £20 million

The Young People's Fund in Scotland is a £20 

million grant programme to help young people aged 11-25 learn new skills and take part in healthy and positive activities that make them feel good about themselves.

The Big Lottery Fund expects that most of the money will fund projects in local areas that address important local issues. It can also fund new ideas or projects that cover more than one local authority area, involving groups of young people who share common concerns, experiences or issues.

Groups can apply for grants ranging between £5,000 and £1 million, spread over one to four years. The programme cannot fund individuals, but different kinds of organisations can apply including community or voluntary organisations, charities, limited companies and statutory bodies such as local authorities or community councils.

1. Mental Health Matters

Maximum grant: £1 million
Total available: £15 million

This is a strategic programme that aims to:

· promote the rehabilitation and independence of people with serious mental health problems; 

· support people at greatest risk of developing serious mental health problems; 

· support people at greatest risk of suicide.

Under its Mental Health Matters programme £15 million is available to support projects across Wales. People with mental health problems are some of the most disadvantaged people in society and they can often experience multiple deprivation.  Many are isolated, and have low self-esteem and low aspirations. Their condition is made worse by the stigma, lack of understanding and discrimination they face daily.

Research shows that the support for people with mental health problems is patchy and underdeveloped, which is recognised in the Adult Mental Health National Service Framework (NSF). Through this programme the Big Lottery Fund will make an important strategic contribution to the development of mental health services and the achievements of the NSF by funding specific groups of people with mental health problems and supporting projects that try to overcome the barriers that they face.

The programme will target people who:

· have serious mental health problems 

· are at greatest risk of developing serious mental health problems, and 

· are at greatest risk of suicide.

This programme mainly targets working age people between the ages of 16 and 65. It not specifically supports work with children and adolescents, which tends to be delivered in different settings, but they are flexible about supporting projects that also work with young people at risk of suicide as well as people within our target age group.  Similarly, while the programme is not intended to support older people with degenerative conditions, such as Alzheimer’s disease and dementia, there is flexibility for projects to work with people over 65 who have a functional mental illness.

Projects must mainly benefit people living in Wales and the Welsh Big Lottery Fund expects at least 75% of each project’s beneficiaries to live in Wales.

The programme can fund all or some of the project costs for up to five years, but encourages projects to get some of their funding from other sources.

The programme provides revenue funding towards the operating costs of a project and allows up to five% of the grant on capital costs, but this must be no more than £49,999.

Who can apply? 
· visual artists working in any discipline. 

Who cannot apply? 
· applicants who have held a British School in Rome Fellowship in the last ten years 

· students currently in full-time or part-time educational courses 

· established artists currently undertaking recognised academic courses may be considered only in exceptional circumstances 

What are the facilities? 
· the school is a residential centre for the practice of the fines arts for research in the humanities

·  there are seven studios, each two stories high, approx 42 sq m. with a traditional art studio window forming the north wall and part of the roof

·  the building provides working and living accommodation for staff and 20-25 scholars and other residents

·  the library possesses an important collection of books and periodicals mainly on archaeological, artistic, classical and historical subjects

·  adjacent to the studios is a small workshop equipped with a bandsaw, workbench and basic tools 

· some studios are equipped for painting with easels and some for sculpture with armature stands, welding and carving equipment 

· access to a darkroom outside the school can be arranged. 

· the successful applicant’s partner may be able to stay at the school by prior arrangement but he/she will be responsible for their own expenses at the school’s prevailing rates

·  children cannot be accommodated 

What is included in the award? 
· the Arts Council pays the cost of board and lodging directly to the school

· in addition, a living and travel allowance of £650 per month is paid direct to the successful applicant in monthly instalments

For area: Scotland

The Scottish Arts Council provides two types of grants for individuals and for organisations.

1. Individuals
Who can apply

· individuals working at a professional level in the arts, based in Scotland (your principal home in Scotland, as opposed to having a residence in Scotland which is used on an occasional basis)

· for professional development applications, organisations may apply on behalf of an individual, using the application form for individuals

· collaborative projects from individual artists working together are eligible and there are three ways in which you can apply:

a) Where two or more people always work together on projects as one collaborative unit
You can apply jointly for a grant.  However, one individual will need to take the lead and be responsible for managing the application and any grant awarded.  The grant will be in that person's name, unless you operate your collaborative practice under a group name.

b) Where two or more people, who normally work on their own, wish to collaborate on one-off or occasional projects
Each individual should apply separately.  Your application should mention that the project is in collaboration with the other person.  However, your budget should only show your own proportion of the project costs.  Your application should focus on how funding will benefit only you. 

This also applies to individuals who normally collaborate with others, but who do not operate as a single unit in terms of their artistic practice.

c) Bands/groups/ensembles can complete the application form in one of two ways:
- one band member can apply in his/her name, and be responsible for managing the application and any grant awarded.  The grant would be paid in that person's name.
- the band can apply in the name of the band, with one member as the main contact for all correspondence.  To do this, you must have a bank account in the band’s name.  The grant would be paid in that name. 

· Who cannot apply

· Students in full-time formal education (i.e. 16 hours or more per week) at the date of making the application.  

· Applications may be considered from individuals who are working at a professional level within the arts and undertaking a part-time course of study, but this will depend on the nature of your project and how it relates to your course.

· The Council cannot fund any activity that is related to courses of formal education. 

· Individual film makers, unless you can demonstrate that the main benefit of the project will be to an art form supported by the Scottish Arts Council.  Otherwise you should contact Scottish Screen. 

· Architects and designers, unless you can demonstrate that the main benefit of the project will be to an art form supported by the Scottish Arts Council. 

· Individuals working in museums or heritage, unless you can demonstrate that the main benefit of the project will be to an art form supported by the Scottish Arts Council. 

· Academics or other education professionals seeking professional development funding.

· What is not eligible

· activities that are not arts related 
· applications for prolonged study at centres of further education

2. Organisations
Who can apply

Only organisations that are formally constituted and have a commitment to equal opportunities are eligible to apply for funding.
In order to demonstrate accountability for public funds, all participants are required to provide evidence of their legal and financial status, usually in the form of a written constitution and audited accounts.  
Whether you have applied for funding in the past, or intend making more than one application, you must provide your latest audited accounts with each application, unless you receive core funding from the Scottish Arts Council. 
Types of organisations that are eligible
You should primarily be an arts organisation, though the Council welcomes applications from a wide range of other organisations seeking funding for arts activity, such as:

· local authorities 

· registered charities 

· any other relevant organisations

· Your organisation cannot distribute profits

· Public sector agencies (if the arts activity is outside your day to day work)

· Schools (if the arts activity is clearly outside the normal curriculum, and there is significant professional artistic input that will result in production of new work, as well as clear public benefit. Please note: annual school productions are not eligible for funding). 

· Artists' groups (you may apply, as long as you are already established with an appropriate management structure in place, a written constitution, and dedicated banking arrangements). 

· Commercial organisations (only if you can clearly show that your project will promote the public good and will not be for private or commercial gain).  They may ask you for a business plan. 

· Sole traders (you are not excluded from applying, but you must show that your project will promote the public good and will not be for private or commercial gain). 

·  Groups of organisations (consortia). If you are working together as a consortium, you may apply.  

Location - the project must take place in Scotland

It is anticipated that most applicant organisations will be based in Scotland.  However, unless otherwise stated in the specific guidance, any project that benefits audiences and participants in Scotland will be considered.  As long as this condition is met, we welcome applications from organisations based outside Scotland.

Please note:

If you receive Foundation funding from the Scottish Arts Council, you must consult your lead officer before making an application.

Who cannot apply?

· Individuals 

· Organisations that are not formally constituted as described above 

· Organisations that do not have a commitment to equal opportunities

The Scottish Arts Council does not usually make grants to organisations in poor financial health.  You must have sufficient assets to meet your current liabilities.  Important notes before you apply
Any exceptions to this will be clearly indicated in the specific guidance.  In particular, there are some instances where funding is from our 2008/09 budgets, and is only available for projects that start after 1 April 2008.
The Scottish Arts Council will not normally fund productions through project funding that are programmed to appear at the Edinburgh Fringe Festival or Edinburgh International Festival only.  Tours that include these festivals are eligible but the festival appearances must be part of a larger Scottish tour, the majority of performances must happen outside of the festivals.

For area: Wales

There are three types of funding at Arts Council of Wales as follows:

1. Grants to Individuals 

You must:

· be able to demonstrate originality and excellence in your work and seriousness of purpose (for grants above £5,000 applicants must have been in practice for at least two years);

· be aged 18 or over and not in full-time education;

· live in Wales and demonstrate a commitment to Wales;

In addition, those undertaking training must:
· be aged 16 or over and not in full-time education,

Your proposed project must:
· take place in Wales, although up to 15% of touring costs may be for activity 
in other parts of the UK and training courses

 may take place outside Wales;

· be new, time-limited activity that is additional to your usual professional practice;

· include an appropriate level of partnership funding, in cash or in kind as appropriate, with at least 10% from a non-lottery and non-ACW source;

·  allow enough time before the date you wish to start the project for the application process and for thorough planning.  See below - Timing an application;

· address at least one ACW funding priority.

The following proposals are not eligible for ACW funding: 

· participatory projects set up and run by individuals;

· full-time courses in higher or further education institutions;

· individual tuition or lessons;

· part-time undergraduate and post-graduate courses.

In relation to your project budget, please consider which costs are eligible for ACW funding.  Some examples are given below, but please discuss this with an ACW officer if you are unsure about which costs to include.
 Examples of eligible costs include: 

· your fee to carry out the project;

· training costs;

· production costs including materials;

· touring costs;

· marketing costs;

· translation costs;

· capital equipment (ACW can contribute up to £2,000 towards capital items. Details of the use of the equipment during and after the project will be required);

· administration and overheads up to 20% of the total project costs (details of exact costs will be required);

· for undertaking training;

· training fees, conference fees, travel and accommodation;
For providing training:

· trainers’ fees, training materials, translation

costs, marketing, transport, accreditation, hiring of venues and equipment 

Examples of ineligible costs include:
· any costs you have already paid or agreed to pay before a signed grant acceptance is received by ACW (called “retrospective” costs);

· food or refreshments;

· prizes;

· fundraising activities.

For undertaking training:

· Capital equipment necessary to undertake 

training, such as text books or musical  instruments.

2. Grants to Organisations 

Your organisation must:

· be suitably constituted or have a written statement of its aims, objectives and the way it operates, and this must be consistent with the proposed project;

· have a constitution that permits the provision of artistic, recreational or educational services;

· have appropriate equal opportunities and child protection policies in place with action plans to support them;

· have a bank or building society account with at least two signatories.

In addition, organisations undertaking training must:

· have an appropriate training strategy and a training budget for staff, board of management or volunteers.

Examples of eligible organisations include:

· community groups, clubs or societies;

· artists’ groups and cooperative ventures;

· non-profit-distributing groups or trusts;

· registered charities;

· companies limited by guarantee;

· local authorities;

· educational institutions;

· private commercial organisations whose private interests will not benefit from the proposed project;

· ACW revenue funded organisations. 

Examples of organisations that are not eligible include:
· central government departments.

· statutory organisations.

· departments within the BBC.

Your proposed project must:

· take place in Wales, although up to 15% of touring costs may be for activity in other parts of the UK and training courses may take place outside Wales;

· be new, time-limited activity that is additional to the usual work of the organisation;

· include an appropriate level of partnership funding, in cash or in kind as appropriate, with at least 10% from a non-lottery and non-ACW source;

·  allow enough time before the date you wish to start the project for the application process and for thorough planning.  See below; Timing an application;

· address at least one ACW funding priority.

For training, the following proposals are not eligible for ACW funding:

· full-time courses in further or higher education institutions;

· individual tuition or lessons;

· part-time undergraduate or post-graduate courses.

In relation to your project budget, please consider which costs are eligible for ACW funding.  Some examples are given below, but please discuss this with an ACW officer if you are unsure about which costs to include.

Examples of eligible costs include:

· fees for project staff;

· training costs;

· production costs including materials;

· touring costs;

· marketing costs;

· translation costs;

· capital equipment (ACW can contribute up to £2,000 towards capital items);

· administration and overheads up to 20% of the total project costs. 

For undertaking training:

· training fees, conference fees, travel and accommodation;

· for providing training;

· trainers’ fees, training materials, translation costs, marketing, transport, accreditation hiring of venues and equipment.

Examples of ineligible costs include:

· any costs you have already paid or agreed to pay before a signed grant acceptance is received by ACW (called “retrospective” costs);
· food or refreshments;
· prizes;
· fundraising activities.
For undertaking training:

· capital equipment necessary to undertake training, such as text books or musical instruments.
3. Grants for Capital Grants 

Application process 

Your application for a capital lottery grant will go through the following stages:

a) you contact the Welsh team to discuss your project and ask for an application form or a project registration form if the amount you are applying for is more than £50,000

b) you send in your application

c) they acknowledge your application and your project officer contacts you if they need more information

d) your project officer consults other officers (and external assessors for projects worth more than £100,000) about your project

e) your project officer writes a report

f) they look at your application and your project officer’s report and make a decision about your application

g) applications for more than £250,000 are considered by the full Council

h) your project officer contacts you with the decision 

During all stages your project officer will be available to give you advice about how to present your application and will keep you informed about when you can expect a decision. However, your project officer cannot give an opinion on whether your application is likely to be approved. They can only tell you decision once it has been made.

WHO CAN APPLY?
You can apply for a capital lottery grant if you are planning a capital arts project based in Wales and you are:

· a community group, club or society

· a registered charity

· a non-profit-distributing group or trust

· a local authority

· an education institution; or

· a public-sector agency

Important:

· individuals cannot apply to us for a capital lottery grant

· you cannot apply if your organisation has been running for less than twelve months

· your organisation must have a formal constitution

· your organisation must have at least one year’s accounts

What do capital grants cover? 

Capital spending is money spent on buying, improving, restoring, building or creating an asset that will be used continuously, and is not intended to be sold as part of your organisation’s usual activities.

This can include any costs that are directly related to buying, improving, restoring, building or creating an asset. ‘Improving’ means increasing the expected future benefits of an asset or:

· extending the asset’s life

· increasing the asset’s capacity; or

· improving the asset’s quality or value

What can't capital grants cover? 

· retrospective costs; you cannot apply for a grant to cover costs you have already paid or agreed to pay; 

· you can only use your grant to cover invoices or other documents dated after you have accepted our offer of grant;

· running costs - the Welsh Arts Council 
does not class these as capital spending

· administration costs - for the project are not eligible;

· permanent displays - the Council does not consider costs for permanent displays of art, craft or historical interpretation as eligible.

How often can you apply? 

· your organisation can only make one application each calendar year, unless you are applying for help with feasibility studies or development grants;

· local authorities can only send in one application for a venue each calendar year;

· local authorities can only send in one public art application each year.

If your organisation is a brass band, please contact the Arts Council of Wales to receive additional guidance on applying.

UPDATE SPORT ENGLAND PROGRAMMES

For area: England

Sport England is committed to creating an active nation through sport. As part of their work to sustain and increase participation in sport and active recreation, they invest in a range of projects across the country. There are two funding streams – community and national:
1. National Investment
At a national level, Sport England works with and invests in a range of nationally funded partners. These include national governing bodies of sport, plus partners with expertise in areas such as coaching, equity and volunteering. Investment is prioritised in 31 sports, comprising ten UK-priority, ten English-priority and eleven development sports.

National investment funding is subject to a business planning process by these partner organisations and is not an open application process.

Priority sports
In 2003, Sport England changed the way it allocated investment. They replaced the 75 existing funding programmes with two investment streams - national and community. In the national stream, they dedicated £130 million to 30 key sports. There are 10 English priority sports, 10 UK/GB priority sports and 10 English development/world class sports. As part of this prioritised investment, the national governing bodies of each of these 30 sports are working with Sport England to develop Whole Sport Plans.
Each governing body is now accountable for delivering the targets in its plans in order to receive - and continue receiving - funding.

2. Community Investment Fund (CIF)
The Community Investment Fund is the national lottery funding available from the nine regions of Sport England. 

This section contains more information about the fund and steps to consider before applying.
Who makes CIF funding decisions?
Sport England’s nine regional sports boards make decisions about community funding (grants over £10,000) to projects in their region. These boards comprise experts from sport and related fields and they are responsible for the development of sport in the region. All nine regions have produced a plan for sport and investment in their region, detailing their priorities.

When making investment decisions, the boards look for evidence that projects will help meet these priorities and support Sport England’s work to get more people involved in sport – with a focus on hard-to-reach groups – and help them stay involved throughout their lives. 

Advice before applying

Sport England has to prioritise the investment it makes to ensure maximum impact and they therefore look for evidence of how projects are going to help achieve Sport England objectives. Here some suggestions on things to consider before you apply:  

· Partnership Funding: This helps the money they invest go further, and enables them to fund more projects around the country. They look for secured partnership funding to be in place when applications are made. The suggested ratio, as identified in the government’s 2002 strategy for sport (Game Plan), is 2:1, £2 partnership funding for £1 lottery funding. To find out more and what is considered eligible funding please visit the Sport England website.   

· Regional Sports Plans and Investment Strategies: Sport England has a clear mandate from the government to increase the number of people involved in sport. They are looking for evidence of this, and other regional priorities, in applications for funding. It is extremely important that you read the relevant regional plan and strategy before applying to see if your project is likely to help meet these priorities. This is how they will judge the strength of an application. 

What is the process for applying?

 There are two stages, with questions in each of the two stages designed to gain the information needed to make an investment decision. 

Basic monitoring and evaluation requirements

· From Autumn 2007 all projects funded by Sport England are to deliver sport and active recreation, and those that concentrate solely on coach development or volunteer support will be required to report every quarter on a minimum of one and a maximum of five standard key performance indicators (KPIs). The number of KPIs depends on the type of project. 

The online application process is in the process of being updated.

1. Research programme (UK)

This programme will be open for applications by the end of 2007.
The Big Lottery Fund will provide up to £25 million in the UK over 2007-2009 to fund social and medical research grants in the UK.

The aim of the research programme will be to influence local and national policy and practice by funding the Third Sector to produce and disseminate evidence-based knowledge. In the longer term the programme, through producing sound evidence, will aim to help develop better services and interventions for beneficiaries.

Integral to meeting the aim of the programme will be the following five outcomes:

a) improved understanding of issues relating to the Big Lottery Fund’s UK themes and country outcomes; 

b) improved Third Sector participation and knowledge in developing, doing and using research; 

c) improved dissemination of Third Sector-led research; 

d) increased participation of beneficiaries and users in a range of research roles; 

e) improved partnerships between the Third Sector and the research community.

The programme will be demand led. It will fund medical and social research on issues identified, and considered important, by the charitable and voluntary and community sector, and support the use and dissemination of this research activity. It will be key that beneficiaries and users are involved in setting the agenda, conducting, managing and disseminating the research.

Only organisations from the voluntary and community sector will be eligible to apply for funding. The voluntary and community sector will be encouraged to link up with universities and the wider research community, but universities themselves will be ineligible to apply for funding.

This programme is going to be delivered for the Big Lottery Fund by Momenta. Momenta works for the public sector to turn policy into practice by offering a range of programme management services, including research management, knowledge transfer, best practice, fund management and behaviour change programmes. 

Help will be available to organisations that wish to do research, so that they have the skills and expertise to lead an application. This support is to be delivered by Third Sector First. Third Sector First is a collaboration of specialists in research and social policy, working primarily in the public and ‘third’ sectors. It is linked through past or current membership to several of the UK’s leading university research centres and has conducted project evaluations in many subject areas, including health, social care, community safety, childcare and addictions.

2. Healthy Families: Way of Life (Wales)

SARCs are widely recognised as presenting the way forward for provision of services to victims in the immediate aftermath of rape and sexual assault, and form a key element of the Cross Government Action Plan on Sexual Violence and Abuse, announced by the Home Office on 2 April 2007.

The role of voluntary organisations in SARCs varies, but is always an important one. At the very least, there should be referral routes between SARCs and local specialist sexual violence services for use in cases where clients have a preference for counselling away from the centre (e.g. women-only service) or need ongoing counseling; and where it is appropriate for users of these services to be referred on to a SARC.

Restrictions:

· applications will only be considered for SARCs within England and Wales; 

· applications from individuals will not be eligible; 

· funding will not be provided to support party political activities. 

Key Criteria:

For new SARCs: Applications are invited from partnerships of police, primary care trusts/local health boards, crime and disorder reduction partnerships/community safety partnerships, and voluntary organisations, which are able to fulfill the requirements set out in the guidelines for applications for new SARCs. Priority for funding will be given to those areas where there is a clear need for a SARC because of the high rate or number of serious sexual offences in the area.

Applications for new SARCs must:

· be endorsed by the CDRP or CSP where the SARC will be based, acting on behalf of all CDRPs or CSPs in the proposed SARC catchment area; 

· describe in the application what role(s) the partners will be undertaking, such as providing resources, delivering the SARC service, providing oversight or governance, or other role; 

· demonstrate how the SARC will provide a service to all adults who are raped or seriously sexually assaulted in the catchment area, regardless of age, gender, race, religion or disability; 

· demonstrate how the SARC will be made accessible to client groups that are either hard-to-reach or particularly vulnerable to sexual violence, or both; 

· be able to demonstrate the sustainability of local funding for the SARC. Failure to demonstrate an agreement either confirmed or in principle to cover the majority of the costs will significantly affect the likelihood of an application being successful. 

This list of criteria is not exhaustive and all applicants should refer to the relevant guidance documents for detailed criteria before making an application. These can be downloaded by clicking underneath the Documents and Links heading at the bottom of this page.

Eligible Expenditure:

Grants for new SARCs are intended to meet start-up costs - e.g. equipment or refurbishment costs, rather than ongoing running costs. 

Application procedure:

The Home Office has employed an expert in SARC development, Rima Chowdhury-Hawkins, to provide support and advice to those developing SARCs. Prospective applicants should contact Rima in the first instance at rima@forensictiltd.com to ensure the proposals will meet the minimum elements of service for a SARC.

A workshop is planned to provide potential applicants the opportunity to hear from existing SARC practitioners about the practical issues involved in setting up and running a SARC. This will be held at an existing SARC and will include the opportunity to have a tour of the centre. Rima can provide further information about the event.

Applicants for new SARCs should refer to the guidance documents Guidelines for New SARCs Application Form, and should complete the New SARCs application form.

Application forms will be sifted and the final assessment of applications will be carried out in conjunction with experts in the field, using a generic assessment tool. As part of this process, applicants may be invited to attend an interview with the assessors to answer any questions. Any interviews will take place locally.

The Home Office plans to notify applicants of the outcome by the end of September 2007 at the very latest.

Outline:

The Section 64 General Scheme of Grants is the Department of Health's main source of funding to the voluntary and community sector (VCS) in England. The scheme is designed to strengthen and develop the partnership between the Department of Health and the VCS. For the 2008/09 funding round, applications are invited that clearly focus on the theme of 'making a difference to the quality of people's lives'. The department seeks innovative proposals of national significance that will complement statutory services, and help secure and promote high-quality health and social care in England. 

Total Fund Value: £ 17,200,000 

Grant value average: £ 50,000 

Grant Value - notes:

The total fund value is what was allocated in 2007/08, and includes funds that have already been allocated in previous years for three-year projects. The amount of funding available to new projects beginning this year is in the region of £5.7 million.

Extended Description:

Section 64 of the Health Services and Public Health Act 1968 gives the Secretary of State for Health the power to make grants to voluntary organisations in England whose activities support the Department of Health's priorities.

Section 64 priorities for 2008/09 are linked to the Department of Health's white papers Our Health, Our Care, Our Say, and Commissioning Framework for Health and Well-Being. The priorities fall under the following categories:

· personalisation of services and maintaining independence and dignity for older people and disabled people; 

· promoting health and wellbeing; 

· improving access, information and choice; 

· innovation in service delivery. 

Included within the priorities is a strategic, cross-cutting theme:

· cross-cutting proposals that enable third sector organisations to contribute their expertise to the development of improved health and social care services. 

There are 32 individual priorities that fall under the above headings. Applicants should refer to the document Section 64 Funding Priorities for 2008/09 for detailed descriptions and criteria relevant to each of the particular priorities, which can be downloaded from the bottom of this page. For each priority there is a sponsor contact listed, who can provide advice about that specific priority and discuss proposals. 

Further information:

A review of Department of Health funding to the third sector will take place in 2007/08. This will cover grant funding through Section 64, OFV and from other programmes. Details of the review and arrangements for consultation will be available at http://www.dh.gov.uk/.

Restrictions:

The department cannot award grants if:

· an organisation supports party political activities; 

· the grant will finance fundraising efforts; 

· the project is of purely local significance; 

· the grant will support research (the department defines research as creative work carried out systematically to increase knowledge).           

The department will not usually award grants for work that:

· another voluntary organisation has carried out; 

· is for a service for which an economic charge can be made, for example a training course or producing a report. 

Key Criteria:

Eligible organisations must be carrying out activities that involve: 'providing a service similar to a service provided by the National Health Service or by local authority social services, promoting, publicising or providing advice concerning the provision of either a National Health or local authority social service or a similar service.'

The organisation must also:

· be non-profit making; 

· work in England (there are similar funding schemes in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland); 

· be carrying out activities of national significance; 

· be a corporate body, or have a formal constitution or governing document which shows its objectives and management structure; 

· be registered with the Charity Commission, if registration is required; 

· have, or be in the process of producing, an equal opportunities policy relating to the services to be provided, employing staff and involving volunteers. 

Applicants should note there are additional criteria related to each funding priority, which are described in the document Section 64 Funding Priorities for 2008/09.

Eligible Expenditure:

There are two main types of grant under the Section 64 General Scheme - national project grants and core grants. 

· Project grants contribute towards the cost of a voluntary organisation's project, designed to achieve the department's Section 64 policy priorities. This could be by testing an innovative idea or helping to develop a particular pattern of service that is of potential national significance.

· Core grants are intended to help with a national voluntary organisation's central administrative costs. The rules regarding core grants have changed for 2008/09. The department is not accepting applications for new core grants at this time. Organisations currently receiving a core grant that runs out in 2007/08 may apply to extend their existing three-year grant for an extra year. 

Previously awarded funds:

The average new grant is £50,000 per year. 80% of the new awards were for innovative projects of national significance while 20% of the new awards were for core funding of national VCOs’ central administration costs. 256 awards will continue from previous years.

Application procedure:

Prospective applicants should read the guidance documents (see Section 64 Notes of Guidance 2008/09, which can be downloaded under Documents and Links below) and determine that they are eligible for funding from this programme in the first instance. They should also ensure that they can accept the terms and conditions of the grant (see Appendix B of the Notes of Guidance) before applying.

Applicants must register on the Department of Health's Section 64 Grants System at http://www.info.doh.gov.uk/Sect64/S64users.nsf in order to submit an application. The department does not have the facilities to process hard copy applications, so where possible, all applications should be submitted online. Applicants without email or internet access should contact the Third Sector Partnership Team (TSPT) at the Department of Health on 0113 2545450 to discuss options for submitting an application.

The deadline for the first stage of applications is Wednesday 15 August 2007. These first-stage applications will be assessed by the policy team that sponsors the funding priority selected. Successful applicants will be notified within 4-6 weeks of the closing date and will be invited to complete a comprehensive application to be submitted by Friday 26 October 2007.

3. Global Opportunities Fund – Engaging with the Islamic World

Full scheme details

Outline:

The Global Opportunities Fund (GOF) is the Foreign and Commonwealth Office’s (FCO’s) largest programme budget. Its purpose is to promote action on global issues in areas of strategic importance to the UK. The majority of GOF funded projects are implemented overseas and involve locally based project partners. As part of the GOF, the objectives of the Engaging with the Islamic World Programme objectives are as follows: 

· to increase understanding of, and engagement with, Muslim countries and communities; 

· to work with them to promote peaceful, political, economic and social reform; 

· to counter the ideological and theological underpinnings of the terrorist narrative, in order to prevent radicalisation, particularly among the young, in the UK and overseas.

Total Fund Value: £ 8,500,000 

Grant Value - notes:

The total value of GOF funding for 2007/08 is nearly £70m; the figure shown above is what is available under the Engaging with the Islamic World Programme.

Extended Description:

The Engaging with the Islamic World Programme helps to implement the FCO Strategy (strategic priorities 1, 2, 3 and 6), focusing in particular on counter radicalisation through support for moderate Islam and for constructive engagement with the Islamic world and peaceful political and economic reform in Arab countries. Well-designed project interventions support partner countries by helping them build their own capacity to design and implement systems of good governance. The aim is for a long-term and sustainable impact. The Engaging with the Islamic World Programme has two main objectives:

· to increase understanding of and engagement with Muslim countries and communities and to work with them to promote peaceful, political, economic and social reform; 

· to counter the ideological, and theological underpinnings of the terrorist narrative, in order to prevent radicalisation, particularly among the young, in the UK and overseas. 

Priority countries for the programme are as follows:

· Pakistan, Saudi Arabia, Bangladesh, Iran, Afghanistan, Egypt, Lebanon, Yemen, Jordan, Morocco, Algeria, Libya, Sudan, Kenya, Somalia, Syria, Indonesia, Philippines, Occupied Palestine Territories, Oman, Bahrain, Nigeria. 

The main outcomes envisaged by the programme are:

· reduced extremism and conflict in the Islamic world by affording people better opportunities and skills to participate in, and influence, the development of their societies; 

· strengthening of civil society measured by development of indigenous NGOs, enhanced legislative process, strengthened public administration/civil service; 

· growth of institutions underpinned by international standards and the rule of law; 

· legal and penal reform at national level measured by the extent to which an independent and impartial judiciary is operating in accordance with UN principles; 

· an increase in the representation of women in national and local government as well as in civil society and international organisations.

Latest Information:

The programme is fully allocated for this financial year (2007/08). However, there may be scope for more funds to be released later this year. Therefore, the programme team is still inviting non-time-sensitive project proposals that have a strong counter radicalisation element.

These will be the first projects to be funded if more funds become available. The last programme board sat on 12 April 2007. The next programme board will be announced in the event of: (1) more funds becoming available or (2) at a time in the future appropriate to start allocating funds for the next financial year (2008/09).

Key Criteria:

· The majority of GOF-EIW funded projects are implemented overseas and involve locally based project partners. 

· Projects are primarily in the priority countries, listed above. Bids for non-priority countries in the Islamic world must demonstrate compelling arguments, in the context of countering radicalisation and extremism. 

· Project activity will be designed and implemented in partnership with host country authorities and members of civil society including the private sector. 

· Projects will respond to and help support an indigenous demand for change. 

· Bids are welcomed from international/UK NGOs, but if they are to be implemented overseas, they must be supported by, and preferably be routed through, the appropriate UK embassy. 

Application procedure:

· Initial concept ideas may be submitted at any time during the year, and either the British Embassy concerned or the programme team will be able to give a preliminary response. 

· The programme boards will meet to consider proposals only at times specified on the FCO website (normally no more than three times per year), and there will usually be a bidding round, incorporating a deadline for the presentation of bids, in association with each meeting of the programme board. 

· Initial concept ideas should be sent using part A of the bidding form (available on the FCO Global Opportunities Fund webpage). The programme team and selection board will provide an initial assessment before applicants spend time working up a full bid for formal agreement. 

· An FCO project manager is required to take responsibility for each bid, either overseas or in the UK.

4. Adventure Capital Fund (ACF)
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Key information

Funding area: England 

Status: Open for applications 

Full scheme details

Start date: 01/12/2002 

Outline:

The Adventure Capital Fund (ACF) is a unique partnership between three government departments, several regional development agencies and leading players in the field of social and economic regeneration, all of whom are dedicated to the development of long-term sustainability of community-based enterprises in areas where traditional market forces fail to apply. The aim is to fill the investment gap that faces community enterprise organisations, and to increase investment-readiness of community organisations wishing to move to greater sustainability through enterprise. 

Total Fund Value: £ 9,000,000 

Grant Value - notes:

The total fund value refers to the amount made available from 2005 onwards. Prospective applicants should be aware that this fund primarily provides loans rather than grants.

Extended Description:

The ACF's general investment principles are:

· to provide loans, funding and some gift capital to fill the gap between traditional grant aid and commercial loans (such as those from banks or other lenders); 

· to encourage organisations to use different types of finance, and to begin to move away from relying on grant support in the long term; 

· to be flexible enough to respond to the needs of each organisation; 

· to focus on the financial and social returns from the investment rather than on monitoring activities; 

· to share risk. Some projects that are relatively high risk will receive investment, providing this is balanced by the potential for high financial and social return. All organisations that receive investment will be assisted closely to maximise the chances of success, manage risk and protect the investment; 

· to work with organisations to develop impact evaluation, of value to both ACF and the organisation. 

ACF are looking for applications from organisations that feel they are ready to use the investment as part of a finance package that will enable them to grow and become truly sustainable. ACF will not normally cover the total cost but supply funding as part of a mixture of finance (which can be raised from other sources, e.g. grants, funding from banks or community development finance institutions). ACF will assess each investment individually, but intend for mentoring, business advice and support to play an equal part with funding in their investment.

Further Information:

Organisations must be close to investment readiness and able to demonstrate their viability, and long-term ability to generate funds to re-invest in the local community, as well as to meet any financial commitments. Investment readiness can take a number of forms but in general ACF would expect the following:

· a credible and tested business plan; 

· in-house systems and structures to successfully manage the enterprise; 

· highly competent people to deliver the enterprise; 

· any other required finance in place; 

· any legal and other issues (for example planning) resolved;

· where appropriate, a realistic timetable for starting and completing a project, for example a building construction or refurbishment. 

If these conditions are met ACF will work with the organisation to reach a point where an investment can be made and the organisation is in the best position to use the investment. A mentor, who will work directly with the organisation, will usually provide this support.

Once an investment is made, ACF will continue to support the organisation when and if assistance is needed with development, culture change and delivery issues. ACF will also work with the organisation to develop management tools that can be used to track progress against the organisation's aims and ambitions.

Key Criteria:

ACF will only accept applications from organisations who meet all the criteria listed below.

· You must be an organisation: individuals cannot apply. An organisation might take the form of a Company Limited by Guarantee (CLG), with or without charitable status, or any other recognised structure. 

· You must be working within a local community, which can be defined as a place (e.g. inner city, small town, rural district etc) and people (e.g. you work with local refugees, groups of disadvantaged young people etc). 

· You need to be independent and community led, not controlled by the private or public sector. 

· You have to be working in England. 

· You need to be involved in enterprise. This can be trade or any other income-generating activity, where you are intending to make surpluses that will be re-invested for the benefit of your community. 

· You must have a track record of delivering to your community. 

· You must be able to plan and deliver successful community-based enterprise activity. 

· ACF will not normally invest in organisations that have been running for less than a year. Your enterprise, however, might be a new activity for you that will contribute to the longer-term growth and/or stability of your organisation. 

Priority Areas
Applications are welcome from any organisation that meets the core criteria, but ACF are particularly interested in hearing from:

· organisations that are or could become community anchors; 

· organisations led by members of black and/or minority ethnic communities (BME); 

· rural organisations; 

· organisations that are pioneering new ways of working; 

· organisations that can demonstrate excellence in what they do and inspire best practice in others, for example, some of our investors act as mentors. 

Eligible Expenditure:

Potential applicants should be aware that the Adventure Capital Fund is not a grant fund. ACF can make a variety of investments, depending on your needs, such as:

· seed capital: for pre-launch costs and start-up expenses, product development, or investment in systems/equipment needed to improve business operations; 

· working capital: to strengthen cash flow during gaps in grant/revenue funding or to finance stock, debtors etc; 

· major investments: for asset development, including purchase of buildings or land, refurbishment costs etc. 

You can apply for more than one type of investment but ACF funding has to be tied to a specific enterprise activity - general running costs cannot be funded.

Applications may be received from organisations with real potential and the scope to deliver great benefits to the local community, but who need more substantial support before an investment can be made. In these cases, and at ACF's discretion, some grant or bursary funding may be awarded towards this work in addition to the mentor support. Being offered a grant is not a guarantee that ACF will be able to make a full investment, although this will be one of the joint aims. 

Application procedure:

Applications are invited from community organisations that already, or are about to, undertake enterprise activity in England. To apply, you will need to complete an application form, fill in the Where Do I Want To Be table, an equal opportunities monitoring form and a copy of your business plan. There are guidance notes available to help you with this process. Click here to access all application and guidance material for the ACF.

In addition, there are development and monitoring tools available on the ACF website that will help your organisation to assess its sustainability and assist in completing application forms. Click here to access Resources for Applicants.

There is no closing date for applications, and organisations can apply at any time. Applications will be evaluated on a rolling basis, but it can take up to six months to complete an assessment and reach a decision. All main investment decisions are made by an investment panel (comprising a mix of independents and partners), which normally meets quarterly.

5. Youth Opportunity Fund (YOF) and the Youth Capital Fund(YCF):
Background 

Local authorities are responsible for delivering the Youth Opportunity Fund (YOF) and the Youth Capital Fund (YCF). These funds are part of the proposals from the Youth Green Paper Youth Matters published in July 2005.

One of the key challenges in Youth Matters was to improve the provision of positive activities for young people, particularly those who are disadvantaged, in terms of more places to go and things to do. Young people should be able to benefit from a range of safe and enjoyable places to go including a wide range of sporting, cultural and recreational activities and experiences and opportunities for volunteering.

Youth Matters proposed a discrete amount of resources for young people to control and to decide how this should be spent in their area – the Youth Opportunity Fund (YOF). Youth Matters also proposed a Youth Capital Fund (YCF) aimed at enabling local authorities to develop new approaches to strategic investment in youth facilities, particularly in deprived neighbourhoods. The involvement of young people, especially disadvantaged young people, is central to this initiative as well.

YOF Programme aims 

The aim of the YOF is to involve young people, especially hard-to-reach young people, in identifying positive activities and things to do, and to support their role as decision makers, grant givers and project leaders. The YOF provides £31m over each year for a two-year period. There are no restrictions on the range of initiatives and activities that the YOF can support, provided that they are supporting the outcomes from Every Child Matters. Young people should be supported as they grow into the role of decision makers, grant givers and project leaders. They should also be encouraged to consider local needs and circumstances as a part of their role in shaping provision for young people beyond their immediate group.

Partnerships and joint funding with other statutory, voluntary, community and private partner organisations are all to be encouraged as is collaboration with other young people from different cultural and social backgrounds. 

YCF Programme aims 

The aim of the YCF is to provide a discrete capital budget for a two-year period to be spent on what young people want, and it is designed to work in tandem with the Youth Opportunity Fund. It is not a substitute for mainstream capital funding. The YCF provides £26.5m in each year for a two-year period and can be matched by the local authority with other capital funding. Arrangements for implementing YCF should allow for the active involvement of young people, with particular emphasis on those who are disadvantaged, in all aspects of planning, delivery, monitoring and evaluation of the YCF. This involvement should be developed with a view to mainstreaming it into capital and asset management more generally in the authority.

In addition, there are opportunities to enhance provision by using the Youth Capital Fund alongside other projects to enable larger projects to be included within the LA portfolio of provision for young people. It is important that, where this is the case, the principles and priorities of the other funding programmes are in line with those of the Youth Capital Fund.

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LOCAL GOVERNMENT FUNDING PROGRAMMES

1. Local Network Fund (England): 

The Local Network Fund programme provides up to £7,000 to help community and voluntary organisations to support children and young people in their areas. 

Description: The Local Network Fund will award grants between £250 and £7,000 for groups working with disadvantaged children and young people from the ages of 0 to 19 years. The age group expands up to 25 if you are working with young people with learning disabilities. 

Closing date: The Local Network Fund is a rolling grant with no specific deadlines. Groups are encouraged to submit their application four months before the project is due to start. Tenants’ associations are also eligible to apply. 

Criteria: Grants will be given to eligible projects that must provide immediate and long-term benefits to children and young people and must address one of the five Every Child Matters outcomes.

2. Community Champions Fund (England)

Outline:

The Community Champions Fund supports the work of local people who can encourage others to get more involved in renewing their neighbourhoods. 

Total Fund Value: £9,000,000 

Grant value average: £1,200 

Grant Value - minimum: £50 
Grant Value - maximum: £2,000 

Grant Value - notes:

The total fund value is £3 million per year for the next three years. 

Extended Description:

This fund is designed to increase the skills levels of individuals to enable them to act as inspirational figures, community entrepreneurs, and community mentors/leaders, in order to increase community involvement in regeneration and learning activity. An emphasis is placed on supporting individuals who have already shown leadership in stimulating community activity, or who have ideas for encouraging greater community activity. The fund will also support small-scale community-inspired projects as part of supporting potential champions who have not previously sought funding. The fund also encourages older (50+) volunteers to get involved in helping their communities. The main type of funded activity is very small-scale but it is activity that makes a real difference. Often, a small amount of support at a crucial time can help individuals become strong role models in their communities. The fund has, for example, provided training in giving presentations, or enabled individuals to attend conferences that are relevant to what they are trying to do in their community. 

Restrictions:

Funding will not be provided for: 

· activities outside of England; 

· activities of a political or predominantly religious nature; 

· existing provision or posts (unless there is clear added value); 

· continuing work previously funded by another organisation (unless there is clear added value); 

· provision that could more appropriately be funded from other sources; 

· business start-up where there is no demonstrable benefit for groups within the wider community; 

· larger capital purchases of equipment (more than £2,000), as opposed to smaller purchases including consumables or items which would have very little value by the end of the project; 

· works or activities that an individual or organisation has a statutory duty to undertake, except where there is strong justification in terms of the impact this activity will have on local communities.

Key Criteria:

The programme is very flexible and supports individuals who are already, or would like to become, active in their communities. All applications for support under the Community Champions Fund must demonstrate clearly the potential benefit that will be gained by the community. 

Eligible Expenditure:

Large capital purchases of equipment of more than £1,000 will not normally be funded. 

Application procedure:

The Community Champions Fund is delivered through dedicated staff in each of the nine government offices for the regions, working with locally contracted intermediary organisations, who promote and deliver the programme. Applicants should contact their local government office in the first instance to identify which intermediary organisation it is most appropriate to submit completed application forms.
