Closing the Gap, a pioneering sport & physical activity programme led by the Stoke-on-Trent Local Strategic Partnership, has received national recognition by winning the Municipal Journal’s prestigious ‘Promoting Active Communities Achievement of the Year’award, beating 52 other Local Authorities in the process. 

Closing the Gap is hosted by the City Council and supported by astrong partnership with Staffordshire University and Stoke-on-Trent Primary Care Trust and also benefits from having a multi disciplinary management group responsible for ensuring strategic fit and support. The programme seeks to improve the health and wellbeing of some of the City’s most excluded young people through increasing their levels of participation in sport & physical activity. This is achieved through a unique approach focused on building the ability of a wide range of partner organisations to utilise sport & physical activity as an effective and sustainable tool instead of directly providing more traditional and often unsustainable programmes of activity as provided by traditional delivery organisations i.e. Sport and Leisure Service Departments.
