
	STREETGAMES BREAKS ¼ MILLION MARK!
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Since StreetGames launch in 2007, young people in the West Midlands have attended over 40,000 times at new StreetGames sessions held by projects throughout the region. The number of projects in the West Midlands has now reached 15 in total. Nationally, StreetGames has now recorded over a quarter of a million sports attendances by young people at its 76 projects across the country, enough to fill Wembley Stadium two and a half times. 
 
CEO of Sport England Jennie Price commented: “Sport England is delighted that StreetGames has reached this landmark in their development. They take sports opportunities to the doorsteps of young people in deprived areas and will make an important contribution to Sport England’s target of one million people doing more sport by 2012.”
 
The latest analysis shows that over 37% of participants in StreetGames activities are female and 27% are from Black, Asian or Ethnic backgrounds. StreetGames’ excellent results in these areas show how effective its doorstep sport approach is.
 
Gerry Sutcliffe, Minister for Sport in the Department for Culture, Media and Sport commented: "This shows what can be achieved by taking the sports that people want to their doorsteps.  This is about access for all and it's great to hear that a high proportion of StreetGames' participants are female or from Black, Asian and ethnic minority backgrounds. I'm sure this is the first of many milestones that StreetGames will celebrate and I wish them all the best for the future."

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The Sport Unlimited Programme is part of the 5 Hour Offer and one of the work strands emerging from the additional £100m of government funding announced in July 2007, to give every young person (aged 5-16) the chance to do five hours of sport per week (and 16-19 years) 3 hours per week.
 

This includes funding for a number of interventions including;
· Competition Managers 

· FE Sport Co-ordinators 

· Sport Unlimited Programme 

New term-time programmes are to be delivered in out of school hours and in club and community settings, that include schools, community and youth clubs, leisure centres and sports clubs and other places preferred by young people.
