BELLS RING OUT IN THE WEST MIDS

WITH HELP OF LOTTERY GRANTS 
A scheme to restore and re-hang six church bells and a green-fingered gardening project are just two community groups celebrating today. A total of £593,896 is being distributed to 85 groups across West Midlands in the latest round of awards in the Lottery’s Awards for All programme.

Awards for All is the small grants scheme administered by the Big Lottery Fund on behalf of Lottery good cause funders, Arts Council England, Big Lottery Fund, Heritage Lottery Fund and Sport England. The scheme makes awards of between £300 and £10,000 to grass roots community groups and voluntary organisations.

John Taylor, Big Lottery Fund Head of the West Midlands region, said on behalf of the Awards for All funders: “Awards for All supports activities that benefit people right across the age range and in many different fields. Some projects are innovative while others are less eye-catching but do absolutely essential work in their local communities. This month alone more than £600,000 is going to support groups across the West Midlands in their community based work.”

 

The Moreville Parochial Church Council in Bridgnorth will use its £10,000 to restore and re-hang the original six church bells that last rung in 1954. The bells, which have until now remained silent will once again ring out just in time for Christmas and the 250th Anniversary in January, allowing the nine local bell ringers, who until now have been travelling miles to the nearest church to practice, to return to their own church to ring loud and proud.

Teachers and pupils at Belgrave High School in Staffordshire are getting excited after learning of their £10,000 award to build an area within the school grounds where pupils can reflect and learn. The garden which will allow wildlife including birds, fish and rabbits will be able to flourish and breed, providing pupils with a constant hands-on project to maintain. Memorial benches for those pupils who have sadly passed away over the past 15 years will also be placed within the garden area.
The Parochial Church Council Holy Trinity Ettingshall in Wolverhampton will use its £10,000 to provide improved access to the community based church hall. Access has been difficult for those locals who require the use of a wheelchair, are ambient disabled or have young children in pushchairs. However the use of the impending new ramp, shallow steps, improved handrails and wider doors will make life easier for all.
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Other groups to benefit from this round of awards include Wyldwoods Community Interest Company, Shropshire, which receives £10,000 to involve the local community in arts and crafts within a rural setting, and Grange Nursery School, Stoke-on-Trent, where £5,625 goes to build an adventure park at the nursery school which will be available for the whole community to use throughout the year.
