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 Active People Survey 2 reaches second quarter
Active People Survey 2 commenced in October 2007. Interviewing is going well and we are into the second quarter of fieldwork.
There are now 3,900 registered users of Active People Diagnostic. The site, a powerful online reporting and analysis tool, enables users to access detailed Active People Survey results. If you haven't registered, and would like to, details are posted on the link below.   
The Research Team is currently reviewing Active People Diagnostic to plan how Year 2 survey results will be incorporated within the site.

Understanding Participation
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 Sport England market segmentation
Issue 2 of the eBulletin highlighted the launch of Sport England's sport market segments.

A strength of the segments is in their potential to be analysed geographically - the ability to know where segments are located will aid the development of sporting initiatives for specific segments. Sport England has created segment maps for every local authority which show the dominant segment across the local authority (by Lower Super Output Area)  and how each of the 19 segments are distributed within the local authority. Evaluating Impact - evidence of 'what works
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 Everyday Swim

Everyday Swim is a national project piloting innovative approaches to get more people swimming and to find out 'what works' in getting more people into our pools. Everyday Swim is led by the Amateur Swimming Association (ASA) and has investment of £3 Million from Sport England and over £1 Million from local partners. It is made up of eight local projects which form a national network and each project has a different focus.

The evaluation of Active England - the £108.5 million programme joint funded by Sport England and Big Lottery Fund, aimed at increasing community participation in sport and physical activity, especially among under-represented groups - is reaching an exciting time. 
We are looking forward to publishing a comprehensive set of linked resources 6 months ahead of schedule, in September 2008. Efforts are being concentrated to deliver outputs earlier, to maximise impact and value, as we believe we will have derived sufficient evidence to draw conclusions on effective practice and learning. Publications and tools will include: a final overview report that will provide a value for money assessment and draw on the evidence to provide general principles on 'what works'; a set of succinct case study profiles published to an agreed consistent template; and a series of themed topic reports and guides covering a wide range of evidence and recommendations on progressive practice.  The economic importance of sport 
In January 2008, Sport England published a series of reports which highlight the economic impact of sport in England, and in the nine English regions. The research, carried out by the Sport Industry Research Centre at Sheffield Hallam University, shows that sport-related economic activity in England increased from £10.37 billion in 2000 to £15.47 billion in 2005; an increase of almost 50%.
