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SPORTING EQUALS FUNDING NEWSLETTER – MARCH 2008
Funding information to support sports and physical activity projects for ethnic minorities, refugees and migrant communities.

This newsletter has been put together by Sporting Equals, the only organisation working across the UK to promote opportunities for ethnic minorities in sport. It provides information on national and regional sources of funding relevant for organisations working with ethnic minorities in sport. It is divided into funding available across the UK (or sometimes England) as well as regional and locally targeted funding. 

National
Funding for Children’s Summer Playschemes (UK) 

Each year the Trustees of the LankellyChase Foundation set aside funds for summer playschemes for children between the ages of 5 – 13 years. Preference is given to small local playschemes lasting 4 - 6 weeks, and groups planning special activities for youngsters who are disadvantaged. The Trustees particularly welcome applications from black voluntary sector and minority ethnic groups. A limited number of grants are disbursed in small amounts, between £200 - £500, to organisations in England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. In total approximately 150 grants are made each year. The closing date for applications is the 2nd May 2008.

£1 Million Available to Support Youth Projects (UK) 

The Royal Bank of Scotland Community Cash Awards will see £1 million of grants being distributed by youth charity “The Prince’s Trust” to young people who want to run community projects in some of Britain’s poorest areas. The Awards, worth £250 to £5,000, are available to disadvantaged 14 to 25-year-olds who want to transform their area and learn practical skills. Projects could range from improving local youth facilities to tackling teenage pregnancy or drug misuse. Projects must be run and managed by people between the ages of 14 and 25; clearly benefit the local community; benefit the people running the project; and be a new or developing project. Previous projects supported include: an amateur boxing project.Applications can be made at any time.

Celebrating the Abolition of Slavery (UK)

Awards for All is providing funding of up to £10,000 (£5,000 in Wales) is available to support groups and organisations to deliver projects celebrating the Bicentenary of the abolition of the slave trade. Awards for All is supported by the Arts Council England, the Big Lottery Fund, the Heritage Lottery Fund and Sport England and supports projects that enable people to take part in art, sport, heritage and community activities, and projects that promote education, the environment and health in the local community.  Applications for projects celebrating the abolition of the slave trade can be made until March 2008

Funding for Young People to Improve their Community (England) 

V, the independent charity set up to encourage young people to volunteer, has launched the third application round of the vcashpoint scheme. Working in partnership with the HSBC bank, vcashpoint is a £1 million initiative that will provide grants of up to £2,500 to young people to set up their own volunteering projects within their community. The type of activities that could be supported could include running activities for children, transforming a community space, supporting victims of bullying, running workshops for young people, setting up a local campaign, clearing up a beach, running music, art or sports events for disadvantaged people, or organising a festival to bring different cultures or communities together, etc. To help develop fresh and innovative project ideas, youth workers across the country will be using a brand new limited edition brainstorming kit called ‘Outside the Box’. The next application deadline is the 25th April 2008.

Funding for Individual and Small Groups to Improve their Local Communities (UK)

Groups of individuals as well as small community and voluntary groups within the UK that want to improve their communities can apply for funding through the Wakeham Trust. The Trust are particularly interested in supporting neighbourhood projects, community arts projects, projects involving community service by young people, or projects set up by those who are socially excluded. The Trust normally give grants to projects where an initial £75 to £750 can make a real difference to getting the project up and running. To be eligible, applicants need to be registered charities or have access to a registered charity that will be willing to accept funds on their behalf. The type of activities supported in the past include; a grant of £250 to three young people in Leamington Spa who were trying to set up a youth club. The Trust gave them £250 to help set up the club in an old Scout hut; and a grant of £50 to an unemployed ex-professional footballer in Yorkshire to buy footballs and equipment for a group of 100 or so tough kids to play football. Grants to use Sports to Tackle Disadvantage (UK) 

The Sport Relief which was set up by Comic Relief and BBC Sport to use the power and passion of sport to tackle poverty and disadvantage. In the UK, money raised through Sport Relief 2006 is currently being distributed in two ways. The Community Foundation Network is distributing Sport Relief grants of up to £10,000 to projects that use sport to build the confidence and self esteem of people who are having major problems in their lives. Other projects will give people who would otherwise miss out, the chance to take part in sport. UnLtd is distributing Sport Relief grants of up to £5,000 to young people who use sport to bring people together in their local area to enhance community relations and reduce conflict where they live.

Funding for Young People at Risk (UK)

Organisations that work with children and young people up to the age of 30 who, for primarily social reasons, have not fulfilled their educational potential, have the opportunity to apply for funding through the KPMG Foundation. The Foundation seeks to support projects that work specifically with refugees as well as other target groups. Organisations can register their interest to apply throughout the year. The Trustees meet once a year to agree their funding date. All organisations who have registered will then be informed of the funding date, when applications must be submitted and any specific criteria defined by the Trustees.

Allan Lane Foundation Grants Programme (UK)

The Allan Lane Foundation provides grants of between £500 and £15,000 to small voluntary not-for-profit organisations, where the work benefits groups of people who face hostility in UK society today. The Foundation wishes to fund work which will make a lasting difference to people’s lives; is aimed at reducing isolation, stigma and discrimination; and encourages or enables unpopular groups to share in the life of the whole community. Priority groups that the Foundation seeks to support includes asylum-seekers and refugees; gay, lesbian, bi-sexual or transgender people, gypsies and travellers, offenders and ex-offenders, older people, people from black and minority ethnic communities and migrant workers, people experiencing mental health problems, people experiencing violence or abuse. The Foundation makes grants for work all over the United Kingdom but not where the beneficiaries of the work all live in London.

Positive Destinations

Positive Destinations is a £2 million grant programme working with projects taking place over three years. It is a UK wide programme which aims to make three larger grants and three smaller grants. As an integral part of Positive Destinations, projects will be expected to generate learning and ensure sustainability of their work beyond the life of the programme.  If your organisation is based in the UK, is not for profit and runs projects focused on the most at risk and vulnerable children and young people to ensure that they achieve a positive and sustained future in terms of education, employment or training then you may be able to apply for a grant. Positive Destinations seeks to fund projects aimed at achieving positive future outcomes for children and young people. You can only apply for a grant online. The deadline is midnight on 30th March 2008.

In particular, good and thoughtful problem analysis before planning a response and the evaluation of the project are recognised skills in these awards. Co-operative Foundation – Community Support Programme

The Co-operative Foundation is keen to support community and voluntary sector activity through grants to local groups and organisations across its trading area. It is particularly interested in locally led and run groups which can demonstrate evidence of co-operative values and principles: self-help, equality, democracy, concern for the community. In support of this community-led approach the Foundation has one focussed grant-making programme, the Community Support Programme, for community based groups. This programme is aimed at grass roots groups who want to make a difference in their own communities. The community can be geographically based - such as a village, town or housing estate - or could be a community of people brought together to address as specific issue which affects them.

We provide grants to a diverse range of community led projects, which support a range of thematic and geographic communities across The Co-operative Group – United Regional trading areas. We provide: Grants between the values of £500 and £30,000. One-year projects - for either part or total funding. Capital costs – these are the costs of tangible and lasting items such as buildings or equipment. Revenue costs – these are the costs of running of your project. Typical revenue costs include rent, maintenance, training and utilities. Please note that we do not fund salaries.

Grants are available within The Co-operative Group – United Region trading area: Yorkshire; South Cumbria; North Wales; Northern Ireland; North West; North Midlands & Staffordshire.

Colson Fellowship Fund
Grants of £100-£1000 can be made to individuals and groups participating in all aspects of sports leadership training. Priority will be given to applications from groups aimed at the “disadvantaged” and for individuals who are “socially disadvantaged”. Applications should be made prior to April and October, as they will be assessed twice per year in May and November.  The closing date for applications is 31.10.2008. Trusthouse Charitable Foundation Grants Programme (Revenue and Capital) - Up to £30000

This foundation prefers capital projects but will consider revenue funding for charities with an annual income under £300,000. The Foundation currently distributes over £2m per year. The funding is available through the Small Grant Scheme, which provides grants of up to £10,000 and the Large Grant Scheme which offers grants of between £10,000 and £30,000. However, the Foundation makes it clear that the majority of grants awarded are below £5,000. The Trustees will consider applications from anywhere in the UK, especially those concerned with areas of deprivation. It is not necessary to be a registered charity in order to apply however applications will only be considered from not-for-profit organisations.

The main Give It Sum Fund makes grants of up to £10,000 per year throughout North Staffordshire to voluntary organisations, community and self-help groups addressing poverty and disadvantage.  The Community Chest is run by four voluntary support organisations based and working in North Staffordshire who have come together to allocate small amounts of money on behalf of the Give It Sum Fund.   This means that decisions on funding are taken locally and made by people with a detailed knowledge of the area and the needs.  Give It Sum North Staffs Community Chest is open to voluntary organisations and self-help groups in North Staffordshire, with an annual income of less than £10,000 that are working to improve the lives of disadvantaged people.  We fund a broad range of self-help projects which address poverty, disadvantage and discrimination as defined by the people of North Staffordshire and its communities.   The Community Chest aims to create a climate of change which gives people the chance to influence their own lives and become actively involved.   Priority will be given to groups that are run by users and those that involve users in running their services.  You can apply for between £50 and £1000.   You can make up to two applications for a grant each year, but you can only receive a maximum of £1,000 in any one calendar year.  The Community Chest is not intended to supplement or match larger funding applications.   Such applications should be directed to the main Give It Sum Fund administered by Comic Relief.
