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SPORTING EQUALS FUNDING NEWSLETTER – FEBRUARY 2008
Funding information to support sports and physical activity projects for ethnic minorities, refugees and migrant communities.

This newsletter has been put together by Sporting Equals, the only organisation working across the UK to promote opportunities for ethnic minorities in sport. It provides information on national and regional sources of funding relevant for organisations working with ethnic minorities in sport. It is divided into funding available across the UK (or sometimes England) as well as regional and locally targeted funding. 
National

European Health Programme - Call for Proposals Expected End of February 2008 (UK) 

The European Commission has announced that it expecting to launch the first call for proposals under its new Health Programme 2008 – 13 at the end of February 2008. The Health Programme is the key support mechanism to implement the European Commission’s health objectives at European level. These are to improve citizens' health security; promote health, including the reduction of health inequalities, and to generate and disseminate health information and knowledge. The Second Programme of Community Action in the Field of Health 2008-2013 runs for a 6 year period (from 1 January 2008 to 31 December 2013) and follows the first Programme of Community action in the field of public health (2003-2008) which financed over 300 projects and other actions. The total budget of the programme is EUR 321,500,000.

B&Q You Can Do It Awards (UK) 

B&Q have announced that the ‘You Can Do It’ Awards will re-open for applications on the 28th January 2008. The awards aim to play a key part in helping local communities create inclusive and sustainable projects. Awards in 2007 included the refurbishment of local sporting facilities; social enterprise workshops and community facilities as well as equipment for improving community gardens. Under the scheme, community groups and charitable organisations can apply for awards ranging from £1,000 to £10,000 worth of B&Q products. The closing date for applications will be the 28th March 2008. In addition, each local B&Q store also has a ‘limited’ budget to provide grants of between £50 and £500 to community groups under its Better Neighbour Grant Scheme.

Funding to Expand Services for Older People (England) 

Age Concern, the UK’s largest charity working with and for the elderly offers grants of up to £2,000 towards new or expanding services or activities which directly benefit older people. Through the Bright Ideas programme, grants are available to a number of activities including sport and activity programmes. Funding is available to any voluntary body in England whose objectives are charitable and are to promote the welfare of older people and whose annual turnover is less than £200,000. The next deadline for applications is the 14th February 2008 but there are a number of other deadlines through the year (see website).

Funding to Support the Development of Jewish Communities Outside of London (UK) 

The Clore Duffield Foundation has announced that round 2 of “Sparks – The Clore Jewish Development Fund” is now open for applications. Under the Sparks initiative, grants of up to £20,000 are available to registered charities, schools and limited companies to support Jewish communities outside of London. The types of activities supported include cultural, educational and communal projects and events; outreach and access initiatives; interfaith projects; student activity if it benefits the wider community; and capacity building and training. Previous projects supported include a £10,000 grant to the UK’s first Jewish Muslim radio station. The closing date for applications is the 30th April 2008.

Joseph Rowntree Charitable Trust (UK) 

The Joseph Rowntree Charitable Trust has announced that the next application date for its UK grant making programmes is the 28th April 2008. Within the UK, the Trust makes grants to both organisations and individuals for activities that relate to a number of issues including promoting racial justice, including empowering black and minority ethnic people to engage in decision making and policy development. The Trust tends to fund work that is on a national level but it also targets projects in West Yorkshire. There are no maximum grant limits although the Trust does stress that costings need to be realistic. It will fund core costs.

Trusthouse Charitable Foundation Grants Programme (UK)

This foundation supports charities that among other things use sport to enhance the quality of life of the disabled and for those living in deprived communities. It prefers capital projects but will consider revenue funding for charities with an annual income under £300,000. The Foundation currently distributes over £2m per year. The funding is available through the Small Grant Scheme, which provides grants of up to £10,000 and the Large Grant Scheme which offers grants of between £10,000 and £30,000. However, the Foundation makes it clear that the majority of grants awarded are below £5,000. The Trustees will consider applications from anywhere in the UK, especially those concerned with areas of deprivation. It is not necessary to be a registered charity in order to apply however applications will only be considered from not-for-profit organisations.

BBC Children in Need (UK) 

The next deadline for applications to the BBC Children in Need is the 30th March 2008. BBC Children in Need provides grants for up to three years to properly constituted not for profit organisations working with disadvantaged young people aged 18 or under . Funding is available to organisations, (including schools) that work with young people who are suffering from illness, distress, abuse or neglect, are disabled, have behavioural or psychological difficulties and / or are living in poverty or situations of deprivation. Last year the programme made grants of £33 million to over 1,500 organisations.

Active Living Fund (UK)
Grants of up to £1,000 are available through the Kellogg’s Active Living Fund for projects that remove the “barriers” which stop people being active. The fund is open to charities and other voluntary and community organisations as well as Schools for activities that directly lead to people taking part in sustained physical activity. In particular, the Fund is looking to support projects that implement innovative ways of getting non-active individuals active; existing projects or activities that adapt or expand so that they are available to new groups of people or new geographical areas; and existing projects or activities that need new or replacement equipment, or existing projects that require replacement funding. A panel of Kellogg’s employees meets every two months to assess applications. Applicants should receive a decision on their application within approximately 10 weeks of submitting your application. Applications can be made at any time.

European Refugee Fund – Call for Proposals (UK) 

The Home Office has announced that the European Refugee Fund (ERF) is now open for applications. The aim of the ERF is to support and encourage the efforts made by the EU Member States in receiving and bearing the consequences of receiving refugees and displaced persons. The maximum funding available per project is £250,000 per year for up to a three years to support projects that promote the employability of refugees and displaced persons and projects that promote “meaningful contact and constructive dialogue between refugees and the receiving society, including actions which promote the involvement of key partners such as the general public, local authorities, voluntary groups, etc. Matched funding is required. The closing date for applications is the 22nd February 2008

Enhancing Communities Programme (UK) 

Not for profit organisations, charities and community groups located within ten miles of a SITA UK site that wish to improve the local public amenities are able to apply for funding through the SITA Trust’s Enhancing Communities Programme. Up to £25,000 is available for local community improvement projects and grants of up to £150,000 for projects of a regional significance. The types of projects that can be supported include improvements to village halls, the provision of recreation facilities and the repair and restoration of religious or historic buildings (these need to be within ten miles of a SITA site). The next application deadline is the 3rd March 2008 for the large grants scheme.

Age Concern - Barclays Programme (England) 

Voluntary organisations that are or wish to provide services for older people can apply for small grants through the Age Concern administered Barclays Programme. Grants of up to £150 are available to voluntary organisations with an income of less than £50,000 per year towards new or expanding services or activities which directly benefit older people. The type of activities that can be funded include kitchen utensils, tea urn, chairs, crockery, art & craft equipment, sports equipment, CD player, games, visiting speakers, etc. In addition, between November 2007 and July 2008 organisations can apply for grants of up to £500 towards the cost of celebrations, outings, or one off events, e.g. theatre trips, day outings, Christmas parties, sports events etc. The next closing date for applications is the 14th February 2008.

Grants to use Sports to Tackle Disadvantage (UK) 

Community based organisations working with disadvantaged communities and groups in the UK are eligible to apply for funding under the Sport Relief Grants Programme. The Sport Relief which was set up by Comic Relief and BBC Sport to use the power and passion of sport to tackle poverty and disadvantage. In the UK, money raised through Sport Relief 2006 is currently being distributed in two ways. The Community Foundation Network is distributing Sport Relief grants of up to £10,000 to projects that use sport to build the confidence and self esteem of people who are having major problems in their lives. Other projects will give people who would otherwise miss out, the chance to take part in sport. UnLtd is distributing Sport Relief grants of up to £5,000 to young people who use sport to bring people together in their local area to enhance community relations and reduce conflict where they live.

Funding for Small Scale Regeneration Projects (UK) 
Local community groups, community enterprises and registered charities that address social and economic deprivation within specific geographic areas such as a housing estate, neighbourhood or village may be eligible to apply for grants of up to £5,000 through Comic Relief’s Disadvantaged Communities programme. The focus of the programme is on small scale local projects which were started by local residents who came together to try to make their community better. This programme does not support work over a larger area, for example, city-wide initiatives or across a whole town. To be eligible applicants need to have a turnover of less than £150,000. Applications can be made at any time.

Big Lottery Young People’s Fund 

Big Lottery are offering grants between £5,000 and £150,000 over a three year period to projects working with young people aged 11 -18. You will need to be contributing to the Children's Act outcomes (being healthy, staying safe, enjoying and achieving, making a positive contribution, economic well-being) to gain funding. You submit an outline proposal, which is assessed by your local regional office and if accepted you then complete a full application form. 

There is no closing date: this is a rolling programme. 

There are also smaller grants from £250 to £5000 to help individuals and small groups of young people run a project in their area.

Community and Education Small Grants Scheme (England & Wales) 

Groups, youth clubs, football clubs and education establishments that wish to increase participation by both players and volunteers in grass roots football have the opportunity to apply for funding of up to £9,000 through the Football Foundations Community and Education Small Grants Scheme. Funding is available for training courses, to hire FA qualified coaches, for the hire of qualified/affiliated referees, facility hire, affiliation to league or County Football Associations, recruitment events, first aid kits and travel expenses. The Foundation seeks to encourage applications from groups whose income is less than £15,000 per annum as well as for projects conducted over a three year period, projects aimed at engaging traditionally excluded groups, such as black and minority ethnic communities, women and girls and disabled groups and the introduction of new lunchtime/after school clubs which lead to inter school competition. Church Urban Fund 

This fund is designed to help projects tackle poverty and marginalisation in urban areas of England. It aims to benefit people who are socially, culturally, spiritually, environmentally and financially disadvantaged. Grants are not restricted on the basis of religious beliefs and the fund welcomes applications from ethnic minority groups and from other faith-based organisations.  Grants can be up to £30,000 and a small initiatives fund goes up to £2,000. Guidance and applications forms are available from the website below.

New Fund to Empower Muslim Women and Young People (England)

The Department for Communities and Local Government has announced a new community leadership fund to support Muslim communities to unlock the potential of women and young Muslims in making communities resilient and stronger in facing down the voices of violent extremism. The new £650,000 Preventing Violent Extremism: Community Leadership Fund will provide grants to support the following types of projects that; that break down the barriers to the progression and participation of Muslim women in mosques and wider society; community leadership training courses for Muslim women and young Muslims; promote opportunities for Muslim women and young Muslims to play a greater role in civic life such as becoming magistrates, local councillors or school governors and new mentoring programmes run by the business community for young people from disadvantaged backgrounds with Muslim professionals and local business leaders providing positive role models and promoting leadership skills. This fund will remain open until 31 March 2008 or until all funding is committed, whichever may be sooner.

Colson Fellowship Fund 

Grants can be made to individuals and groups participating in all aspects of leadership training.  They can also be made to assist in the provision of any one of the British Sports Trust Sports Leader Awards run for UK citizens within the UK.  Priority will be given to applications from groups aimed at the “disadvantaged” and for individuals who are “socially disadvantaged”.  Applications should be made prior to April and October, as they will be assessed twice per year in May and November.  The minimum grant will be £100 whilst the maximum grant will be £1000.
