· The ⦣8364;˜World Class community sport system⦣8364;™ is rooted in the schools system.  However, schools in deprived areas underachieved in the 2 hour sport target. There is a weaker sports infrastructure in deprived areas than in the suburbs. Therefore as it is likely that without appropriate intervention there will be a regressive rate of achievement of the 5 Hour Offer. 

· The agencies charged with achieving the 5 hour offer are not universally well-versed in best practice in developing sport in deprived areas. There is a training and information deficit. 
· StreetGames has established a route to raising participation in deprived areas and has a unique and maturing network in many deprived areas, made up of a mix of statutory sector, third sector, sports sector and political sector. 
· The 5 hour offer needs community sport. The increased emphasis on vol orgs can help meet this. Providing the vol orgs deliver a quality product and the right networking is done ⦣8364;“ community sports groups in deprived areas can play a vital role in delivering the offer.
