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Key Issues from CCPR Meetings – Summer 2007

Major Spectator Sports Meeting held on 2 May 
· In conjunction with the review of the Voluntary Code of Conduct for Sports Events, the MSSD recommended that CCPR should review its sports broadcasting policy, specifically with regard to Listed Events in light of the pending analogue/digital switchover. 
· It was felt it was very important for CCPR to keep a watchful eye on the European Commission’s forthcoming White Paper on Sport and to engage with the Minister for Sport to ensure CCPR’s views were known. 
· Progress was being made on sport and betting issues and a Select Committee Inquiry into ticket touting had been announced.

Games and Sports Division Meeting held on 15 May

· David Gent, Director Sport England (Yorkshire) gave a stimulating presentation on SE’s future ways of operating and of the change of direction of the organisation’s funding to achieve regional, county and local goals through the ‘single delivery system’.  Of concern to the Division was the way David spoke about the use of Lottery funds to achieve Government’s policy.  When the Lottery originally had been established the principle had been set that these were the ‘people’s funds’ and should not fill shortfall in Government funding.  
· Steve Woolland, NGB Manager, SkillsActive, gave a presentation on Workforce Development Plans, which linked closely with the presentation of David Gent.  At present SE was not supporting the development of these plans at national level which members found increasingly difficult.
· Richard Yule (Table Tennis) was elected as Chair of the Division and John Boyd (Baseball/Softball) as Deputy Chair.  Frank Kemp was thanked for his service as Deputy Chair for the previous two years.

Regional Committee Meeting held on 15 May

· The Committee discussed the regionalisation of Sport England with particular emphasis on funding and workforce development. It was felt that this could have a negative effect on those sports without a strong regional presence and also the volunteers involved in these sports. 

· The funding process for the regional federations for the financial year 2007/2008 was agreed, based on the regional committee strategy paper produced in August 2006. 

· Elections were held for the positions of chair and deputy-chair of the Committee. Andy Sutch (London Federation of Sport and Recreation) was appointed as Chair and Penny Spink (Federation of South West Sports Organisations) was appointed as Deputy Chair.

Outdoor Pursuits Division Meeting held on 23 May

· Richard Doubleday, Perkins Slade gave a presentation on the new CCPR service, Insuresport.  Overall, the Division felt that this policy would benefit the majority of the membership of OPD.  However, Richard pointed out that due to the level of risk, certain sports were ineligible for cover, such as those involving full-sized aeroplanes and horses.

· Success with the United Utilities (UU) proposal to charge for access to their land was reported. Verbal reassurance has been received from UU that they have no intention of extending charging for access to their land but CCPR would seek written assurances.

· CCPR was represented by members on an increasing number of external groups and committees.  It was agreed that this arrangement would be codified, with formalised feedback procedures established and CCPR support to representatives would be identified.

· CCPR undertook to develop an access policy that encompasses the diverse needs of CCPR members, with due reference to sustainability issues.
