The work of the Research & Development Project Group has now been completed and a strategic document has been produced. This will be launched as part of the UK Coaching Framework. Further details can be obtained from the Research Team.

The first stage "Definitional, Conceptual and Methodological Review" document has now been completed and is currently available on the sports coach UK website. The report proposes the use of a "logic model" to most effectively understand the impact of the UKCC on coach education developments, coaching knowledge and practice. Research Profile 

"Exploring support structures for UK Academy Football Coaches"

Carolynn Holmes at the University of Hertfordshire is currently conducting research into the stressors and coping strategies of top level UK football coaches, and the available support structures to them. Head football coaches working within an academy setting in England and hold a UEFA A license are participating in semi-structured interviews. The interviews aim to identify the type of stressors experienced by coaches and how they deal with these. Furthermore, the research seeks to identify the support that is currently available to coaches and to evaluate its efficacy. Coaching Research Database

The Coaching Research Database provides a central accessible source for coaching research, ensuring that researchers, academics and coaches are aware of the latest coaching research. There are now over 300 publications on the database. 70 people have registered for the Coaching Research Review and 15 have entered details of ongoing projects (19 in total). The database aims to be international in its coverage. 

The next stage is to consolidate and build the database and to encourage more active involvement by researchers, academics and postgraduate students, either by updating their own publication records and/or contributing details of new research projects. 

We would like to build up links with all university departments offering postgraduate coaching-related courses, and to encourage Masters and PhD students to submit details of their research dissertations.
