ARTY ARRAY OF WEST MIDLANDS 

PROJECTS HITS THE JACKPOT

An outdoor Chaucer festival in Worcestershire, a gala celebration for the Boys’ Brigade’s 125th birthday in Wolverhampton, and the chance for children to help develop a new play in Warwickshire are among the projects set to benefit from the Lottery’s Awards for All programme. A total of £531,410 is being distributed to 77 groups across the West Midlands in the latest round of awards, announced today. 
Awards for All is the small grants scheme administered by the Big Lottery Fund on behalf of Lottery good cause funders, Arts Council England, Big Lottery Fund, Heritage Lottery Fund and Sport England. The scheme makes awards of between £300 and £10,000 to grass-roots community groups and voluntary organisations.

John Taylor, Big Lottery Fund Head of the West Midlands region, said:  “Seventy-seven fantastic schemes have scored Lottery funding this month from community drama to anniversary celebrations. There were so many important initiatives involved in this round of awards, including play areas for children, help for sports clubs and assistance for community groups of all kinds. People across the West Midlands will feel the benefit of over half a million pounds of awards shared out this month.”

The Evesham Festival Players will use a £5,550 award to help stage an open-air theatre project featuring performances of selected Chaucer stories including: The Knight’s Tale, The Pardoner’s Tale and The Miller’s Tale. The performances, designed to entertain all the family will take place at Evesham Country Park on 18 and 19 July, starting at 7.30 pm. Over 500 people are expected to attend the productions and organisers hope it will be the first of an ongoing annual series.

The Boys' Brigade - Wolverhampton Battalion gets £2,400 to mark the organisation’s 125th anniversary with a gala evening of fireworks on October 4th. The display will be staged by world fireworks champions Jubilee Fireworks and will follow a thanksgiving service and the unveiling of a special exhibition. Many old boys are expected to attend and the group also hopes to recruit more new members on the evening itself.
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Also celebrating this month are The Tell Woman Collective, which will receive £10,000 to produce an original play that will start touring nationally in April 2009. In the run up to its launch local children and parents will take part in rehearsals and workshops to develop the piece, which tells the story of a child who is transported to a magical land. The drama group was formed a year ago to work with young people on arts and performance projects.

Other grants made in this round of awards include: Poetry for Coventry, awarded £3,860 to organise poetry workshops and a competition for secondary schools, and Rose Hill Golf Club in Birmingham, which will extend access to golf for young people with the help of a £7,521 grant.
