Russell - Sports (Facilities)

Bob Russell: To ask the Secretary of State for Culture, Media and Sport what steps he is taking to ensure that sports facilities and playing surfaces are maintained in good condition in the long term; and if he will make a statement. [209486]

Mr. Sutcliffe: In 2007-08 Sport England invested £248 million to support community sport, of which £113.3 million was grant in aid and £134.6 million was lottery.

Investment through programmes like Community Club Development and the National Sports Foundation assisted both National Governing Bodies and local community sports clubs to develop over 1,700 capital projects over the last five years.

Where a sports project has benefited from a capital award from Sport England, there is a requirement within the funding agreement for the facility to be maintained for the life of the award. Projects are required to set aside "sinking funds" for the life cycle of the facility or pitch to allow for routine planned maintenance and for the renewal of major elements of the facility such as indoor floor finishes, plant and outdoor playing surfaces. The term of the grant varies according to the scale of investment made. Typically, on a grant award over £50,000, Sport England requires a minimum of 21 years sporting outputs.

Jowell makes statement on London 2012 (Legacy Action Plan)

London 2012 (Legacy Action Plan)
The Minister for the Olympics (Tessa Jowell): I have today launched the "Government Olympic Executive Legacy Action Plan-Before, During and After: Making the Most of the London 2012 Games".

The document fulfils the commitment to publish a legacy action plan, following the publication of "Our Promise for 2012" in June 2007. The five promises are:

to make the UK a world-leading sporting nation;

to transform the heart of East London;

to inspire a generation of young people;

to make the Olympic park a blueprint for sustainable living; and

to demonstrate that the UK is a creative, inclusive and welcoming place to live in, to

visit and for business.

The plan outlines the ways in which the Government will deliver on these promises through new programmes and the unique added value of the Olympic Games and Paralympic Games to existing programmes. As such there is no discrete legacy budget; rather we are creating Olympic value by drawing together programmes from across Government.

Under each promise, the plan sets out between two and four headline ambitions and details the major programmes that will contribute towards achieving that aim.

A robust and transparent governance system has also been put in place to drive progress, and this will be monitored alongside the delivery of PSA 22-a successful Olympic Games and Paralympic Games with a sustainable legacy, with more children and young people taking part in high quality PE and sport.

This is the Government's first detailed statement on legacy, and it is the first time that a host city has published such a document before their olympiad has even begun. Further programmes will be created, and existing programmes and ideas developed over the next four years. We will report on progress regularly.

I would like to commend this plan to the Members of both Houses and thank them for their continued interest and support of the London 2012 Olympics.

 MPs debate Swimming

Summary 

Gerry Sutcliffe reiterates the Government's commitment to swimming

In a debate today the Parliamentary Under-Secretary of State for Culture, Media and Sport Gerry Sutcliffe said the Government's commitment to increasing the number of people swimming was an example of how effective joined-up government could be.

Mr Sutcliffe highlighted that more funding was been given to swimming than ever before, meaning more pools were actually opening than closing in both the private and local authority sectors. He also stated that work was being done through local area agreements and similar to ensure the local authorities and the private sector worked in partnership on this matter. 

On the issue of school swimming lessons, Mr Sutcliffe said they would be working to encourage all children to learn to swim, particularly those from hard-to-reach areas. 

The debate was opened by Labour MP Chris Bryant, who praised the Government's commitments to swimming provision, but also said more needed to be done to encourage people who currently did not swim or exercise to take it up. 

Mr Bryant also recommended that the Government looked at the experiences the Welsh Assembly had in increasing swimming provision.
