Mr. Sutcliffe: DCMS channels its funding for sport through its non-departmental public bodies Sport England and UK Sport

Sport England and UK Sport have not directly funded any campaigns designed to combat racism and homophobia.

However, in the financial year 2007-08 Sport England provided a grant of £317,066 to Sporting Equals, which champions race equality in sport, as well as funding the Football Foundation, the UK's largest sports charity, which supports anti-racism campaigns in football like 'Kick it Out' and 'Show Racism the Red Card'.

Both Sport England and UK Sport are working in partnership with SportScotland and the Sports Council for Northern Ireland to commission a research project into barriers to participation and the number of gay, lesbian, transgender and bisexual participants in sport. A total of £25,000 has been invested by partners in the research and producing a guidance resource for governing bodies.

Mr. Sutcliffe: Support for the Chance to Shine initiative is provided through Sport England and the National Sports Foundation (NSF). Sport England advises that £2.5 million was awarded by the NSF to the scheme. All of this had been paid out by the end of the 2007-08 financial year. £2 million was also awarded to the scheme by Sport England for the funding period December 2005 to March 2007. All of this money has been paid out.

I attended the launch of Chance to Shine's Big Run Chase on 20 May this year, which encourages young people to get involved in cricket.

The amounts draw down are shown in the following tables. These amounts are not the same as the income raised by the national lottery and held on the distributors behalf in the NLDF and OLDF.

The Olympic lottery distributor draw down only from the OLDF and the other distributors only from the NLDF.

MPs debate Volunteering

Summary 

Phil Hope discusses the Government's commitment to the voluntary sector

In an opposition debate today the Parliamentary Secretary to the Cabinet Office Phil Hope told MPs that the Government was working with the third sector and highlighted that actions such as volunteering improved community relationships. 

He went on to discuss how volunteering could help people develop new skills and also spoke of the clearer guidance the Government had issued with regards to when CRB checks were needed. Mr Hope also stated that the Employment Bill would allow volunteers to claim back reasonable expenses once it was introduced. 

With regards to smaller charities and groups the Minister said the grassroots grants scheme would give grants of between £250 and £5,000 over the next three years to small volunteer-led organisations to help support their work.

He also described the 'philosophical difference' between Labour and the Conservatives, saying the Conservatives did not want to support organisations in the third sector.

The debate was opened by Conservative Shadow Chancellor Francis Maude who proposed the motion that the House welcomed National Volunteering Week and recognised the work done in communities by such people, whilst the Government should reduce bureaucratic barriers to taking part.

He stated that the Criminal Records Bureau checks system could provide a barrier to or put people off volunteering and so was in need of reform; he also called for a clarification of the rules on volunteering and benefits claimants. Mr Maude also highlighted the benefit volunteering had in penal reform and motivating young people to be part of their communities. 

Alistair Burt as Conservative Shadow Communities and Local Government Minister next commented that sustainability in volunteering was a key issue and that he felt regulations and red tape could be a barrier to this. 

Liberal Democrat Shadow Chancellor Susan Kramer also spoke; stressing that whilst the third sector could provide and support public services they should not be a substitute for professionals. She agreed that it was important to create a culture of volunteering amongst young people and also said that the asylum community had many valuable skills that could be used in the voluntary sector. She also praised the Government's decision to bring in the grassroots grants scheme. 

The Question was put and agreed to without a vote.
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UK Trade and Investment - Lord Digby to encourage British companies to launch into global sports sector

Summary 

UK Trade and Investment has reported that Minister for Trade & Investment Lord Digby Jones is leading the push to encourage British companies to launch into the global sports sector. This week, his organisation will lead a delegation of 12 UK companies to SportAccord, one of the most prominent international sporting conventions, held in Athens. 

Ahead of the event Lord Digby Jones said: 'International sporting events are big business, estimated to be worth £300bn per year. With billions of pounds worth of global sporting contracts up for grabs I want to ensure that British companies are best placed to win. Now is the right time for British companies to leverage off the prominence of our Olympic win and plan for international sports business success.'
