SPORTING EQUALS FUNDING NEWSLETTER – June 2008
Funding information to support sports and physical activity projects for ethnic minorities, refugees and migrant communities.

This newsletter has been put together by Sporting Equals, the only organisation working across the UK to promote opportunities for ethnic minorities in sport. It provides information on national and regional sources of funding relevant for organisations working with ethnic minorities in sport. It is divided into funding available across the UK (or sometimes England) as well as regional and locally targeted funding. 

National
Social Enterprise Fund 

The Department of Health (DOH) has announced that the second call for proposals through the Social Enterprise Investment Fund (SEIF) is now open for applications. This fund aims to stimulate and encourage the start up and development of social enterprises in the health and social care sector. This could include women's refuges, migraine clinics and exercise programmes for the elderly, which take account of and address the needs of a wide range of patients and services users, particularly the most vulnerable and excluded. The closing date for applications is the 31st July 2008.

2009 IMPACT Awards 
The Kings Fund, in association with GlaxoSmithKline (GSK) has announced that the 2009 round of the IMPACT awards will open for applications on the 1st July 2008. The awards, which have been running for eleven years, are designed to recognise and reward the work of small- to medium-sized voluntary organisations in the UK with a proven track record in community health care. The awards are open to registered charities that are at least three years old, work in a health-related field in the UK and have a total annual income of less than £1 million. Last year the overall winner received a first prize of £35,000. Nine other winners received £25,000 and up to ten organisations that were highly commended or runners up received prizes of between £3,000 and £5,000.

The Fair Share Trust (BIG lottery) 
Some parts of the UK have missed out on lottery funding in the past. The Fair Share programme aims to help provide a better balance in funding. Targeted at 77 areas the programme had three strands, of which one remains open:

The Fair Share Trust is a £50 million trust providing sustained funding in Fair Share areas until 2013. The Community Foundation Network (CFN) is the sole UK trustee and has appointed

delivery agents in each of the Fair Share areas. The Fair Share Trust programme aims to build community capacity and sustainability; build social capital and improve the living environment of communities. Grants are for a minimum of £5000 and a maximum of £250,000.

Funding for Young People to Improve their Community 

V, the independent charity set up to encourage young people to volunteer, has launched a further application round of the vcashpoint scheme. Working in partnership with the HSBC bank, vcashpoint is a £1 million initiative that will provide grants of up to £2,500 to young people to set up their own volunteering projects within their community. The type of activities that could be supported could for example include running sports events for disadvantaged people. The next application deadline is the 18th July 2008.

Third Sector Research Programme  

The Big Lottery Fund has announced that the application deadline for round two of the Third Sector Research Programme is 5pm, on Friday the 12th September 2008. Under this programme, community and voluntary groups are able to apply for grants of between £10,000 and £500,000 (and for exception projects up to £1 million) for up to five years to undertake research in the areas of health and social wellbeing. Applicant organisations are encouraged to link up with universities and the wider research community, however universities themselves are ineligible to apply for funding. It is expected that the findings from funded research will ultimately lead to the development of better services for people in the UK.

New Youth Volunteering Programme Launched 

The Cabinet Office has announced that it is to launch a new £75 million national youth volunteering programme. The programme which will be run in partnership with the youth volunteering charity ‘v’ is providing community and voluntary groups with funding to involve 500,000 more young people aged 16-25 to volunteer in England over the next three years. This includes establishing 107 local ‘vinvolved’ teams to promote youth volunteering across local authority areas, broker young people into suitable opportunities and to support other third sector organisations, especially those that have not traditionally involved young volunteers, to develop new opportunities. The vinvolved teams will work with schools, colleges, Connexions advisers and local authorities as they seek to increase the number of young people engaged in positive activities, promote skills development and encourage more cohesive communities.

The Co-operative Foundation Community Support Programme 

Local community and grass root groups that want to make a positive difference to their local community can apply for grants of between £500 and £30,000 through the Co-operative Foundation. The Co-operative Foundation is keen to support community and voluntary sector activity through grants to local groups and organisations across its trading area. It is particular interested in locally led and run groups which can demonstrate evidence of co-operative values and principles: self-help, equality, democracy, concern for the community. In particular the Foundation wants to support projects that focus on specific geographic areas such as a village, town or housing estate - or could be a community of people brought together to address as specific issue which affects them. To be eligible applicants will need to be located in the Co-operative’s trading area (Yorkshire, South Cumbria, North Wales, Northern Ireland, North West, North Midlands & Staffordshire).  The Trustees meet four times a year to consider applications and the next deadline for applications is the 6th June 2008.

Preventing Violent Extremism: Community Leadership Fund 
The Government has announced two new funding rounds during 2008 for applications under its Preventing Violent Extremism: Community Leadership Fund. The Fund, which aims to support work that will build the capacity of individuals, organisations and communities to take the lead on tackling violent extremist influences will provide funding for projects that focus on the following areas; 

· capacity of organisations and communities; 

· supporting Muslim young people; 

· supporting Muslim women; 

· capacity of Muslim faith leaders; 

· local forums against extremism and Islamophobia.

Funding for the first four focus areas of work will be limited to projects which have national reach or significance. Funding for the fifth focus area will go to projects which are delivered locally. Organisations eligible for funding must be voluntary, not for profit or public organisations and the grant expenditure can be used for specific projects and for organisational capacity building, including start-up costs, staff costs, running costs and training costs. However, emphasis will be placed on ensuring project sustainability beyond the end of the funding and applications for a grant to cover the normal running costs of an organisation are unlikely to succeed. Closing date: 30th September.

Sport England Re-launches Sportsmatch 
Sport England has announced the re-launch of its Sportsmatch initiative to encourage new or additional sponsorship investment from businesses, trusts and private individuals into community based sports projects. Through the scheme, Sportsmatch will continue to offer pound for pound matched funding to investments made by businesses, trusts and individuals into projects that encourage sports participation at grass roots level. The minimum award made by Sport England is £1,000 and the maximum is £50,000. If you are a school the minimum award is £500 (the maximum is still £50,000). The funding available is primarily for running costs although capital awards of up to £10,000 can be made through the scheme. The scheme is open to community based sports projects, in particular those that benefit young people, disability groups, black and minority ethnic groups and/or women and girls. All projects applying in 2008/09 will need to ensure that they are able to deliver their project in its entirety by 31 March 2009. Applications to the scheme can be made at any time.

Big Lottery: My Place

The Big Lottery Fund has announced that its new £190 Million “myplace” fund is now open for applications. The aim of the fund is to support projects that deliver world class facilities for young people. The programme, which will run between 2008 and 2010, will provide grants of between £1 million and £5 million for projects that; provide young people with exciting and safe places to go in their leisure time where they can get involved in a positive range of activities; allow more young people, particularly the most disadvantaged, participate in positive leisure time activities that support their personal and social development; enable more young people to have access to information, advice and support services from within places they feel comfortable; and that provide for stronger partnership working between local authorities, third, private and public sector partners to plan, deliver and operate financially sustainable youth facilities with and for young people. All projects will need to demonstrate genuine cross-sector partnership between public sector bodies and third and/or private sector organisations. £160 million will be available to support projects in the first year of which £50 million will be available for fast-track projects that are already well developed and therefore able to submit robust business and capital plans with their application. The deadline for fast track applications is the 29th July 2008 and the deadline for other applications is the 30th September 2008.

Sport Relief Small Grants Programme

Community Foundations throughout the UK have been entrusted to distribute £4million on behalf of Sport Relief to projects that use sport to tackle the exclusion and isolation experienced by some of the poorest and most disadvantaged communities.  Voluntary Action Stoke-on-Trent is administering Sport Relief funding, on behalf of Comic Relief, throughout Stoke-on-Trent and Staffordshire.  A small grants funding pot totalling £63,000 over the next eighteen months is available to groups active in this geographical area.  Sport Relief aims to fund work which uses sport and exercise to strengthen communities and provide opportunities for people who are excluded or disadvantaged.  This may be through low income, rural or social isolation, age, disability, race, sexuality or gender.  Any charity, voluntary organisation, community group or self-help group in Staffordshire that provides opportunities through sporting activities or exercise to people who are excluded or disadvantaged is eligible to apply. Available grants range from £1000 - £10,000. Activity supported under these grants does not have to be new – groups can apply for grants to stabilise or extend existing project activity.  Any grant awarded must be spent within twelve months.
