Research Profile 

"Empathic Accuracy in Coach-Athlete Relationships"

Ross Lorimer and Sophia Jowett at Loughborough University, are investigating the idea of moment-to-moment understanding between coaches and athletes in the training environment. Coaches and athletes from a wide variety of sports are filmed and self-reports of their thoughts and feelings at various moments are explored and compared with their inferences about the thoughts and feelings of their partner coach/athlete. The research seeks to establish the role and significance of mutual understanding as it occurs in training sessions, its antecedents and outcomes including satisfaction and performance. Ultimately the purpose of this work is to establish how coaches and athletes can better understand each other, fulfil their roles more successfully and work effectively together in order to bring about successful performances.
