WEST MIDLANDS IN THE MONEY AFTER LOTTERY AWARDS ANNOUNCEMENT
The chance for patients in hospitals to experience live concerts in Birmingham, a novel scheme to get older people active in Dudley, and restoration of one of Staffordshire’s last remaining windmills in Stoke-on-Trent are among the projects set to benefit from grants from the Lottery’s Awards for All programme, announced today. 

A total of £502,140 is being distributed to 64 groups across the West Midlands in the latest round of awards. 

Awards for All is the small grants scheme administered by the Big Lottery Fund on behalf of Lottery good cause funders, Arts Council England, Big Lottery Fund, Heritage Lottery Fund and Sport England. The scheme makes awards of between £300 and £10,000 to grass-roots community groups and voluntary organisations.

John Taylor, Big Lottery Fund Head of the West Midlands region, said:  “This month 64 fantastic, diverse projects share over half a million pounds of Lottery funding and will make a huge impact on communities across the West Midlands. These include schemes to improve the quality of life of those experiencing illness, innovative ways of improving fitness for older groups and the renovation of beloved landmarks, not to mention countless other charitable, environmental and educational initiatives.” 

The Council For Music In Hospitals receives £9,884 to perform to audiences in hospitals, care homes and special schools across Birmingham and the West Midlands. The musical performances are designed to help those in care forget their immediate worries or physical pain and break down social barriers between patients by providing a common experience to bond over.

Age Concern Dudley receives £5,568 to help its members get fit and healthy through playing interactive sports games on Wii consoles. The charity will equip each of its four Dudley drop-in centres with the devices and special large screen monitors, and will also invite local schoolchildren to come along and join in the fun. Age Concern Dudley supports a remarkable 20,000 people through its centres and services every year.
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Meir Heath Windmill Preservation Group receives £10,000 to restore the inside of the Grade II listed building, built in 1775 as a corn mill. The upgrades mark another step in the ongoing process of returning the mill – which has also served as a headquarters for the local Home Guard and as a water tower – to its former glory. 

Other grants made in this round of awards include: Sandwell Irish Community Association, awarded £9,243 to create a community garden, and Creative Malvern, given £5,156 to stage a Christmas Grotto and festival parade.

Following a review of the Awards for All England programme, changes will be made to the existing format of the small grants scheme in March 2009. From 1 April 2009 each of the lottery good cause distributors supporting the scheme will run their own individual small grants programmes. Applications can still be made under the current Awards For All scheme arrangements until 31 March 2009.
