WEST MIDLANDS GROUPS QUIDS IN AFTER LOTTERY AWARDS 

A chance for disadvantaged kids to emulate Olympic heroes in Solihull, a scheme to put a historic park back on the map in the Staffordshire Moorlands, and the 40th anniversary of the closure of a coal mine in Oswestry are among the projects set to benefit from grants from the Lottery’s Awards for All programme, announced today. A total of £494,051 is being distributed to 66 groups across the West Midlands in the latest round of awards. 

Awards for All is the small grants scheme administered by the Big Lottery Fund on behalf of Lottery good cause funders, Arts Council England, Big Lottery Fund, Heritage Lottery Fund and Sport England. The scheme makes awards of between £300 and £10,000 to grass-roots community groups and voluntary organisations.

John Taylor, Big Lottery Fund Head of the West Midlands region, said:  “This month’s awards are about community groups coming together to realise dreams – be that unique sporting opportunities for children in need, helping a public park get back on its feet, or commemorating the people and practices of a bygone era. Overall this month 66 terrific groups will receive just under half a million pounds in total, helping these dreams become a reality.”

Solihull Cycling Club will receive £9,997 to help Solihull’s most disadvantaged children get the chance to try out cycling, and in the process uncover raw talent that could one day emulate Britain’s Olympic and Paralympic cycling heroes. The storied club was founded in 1929 and features former Olympic medallists Harry Reynolds and Tommy Godwin among its number.

Friends of Brough Park will use the £9,775 grant to stage an ambitious programme of community events in spring and summer 2009. The group hope the programme will encourage visitors back to the nineteenth century park, which has fallen from public favour since its heyday and has become a target for vandalism. Leek residents will get the chance to take part in music concerts, environmental projects and tree planting with a view to giving the community a renewed sense of ownership of the once-grand green space.
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St Martins Youth Club receives the £3,920 award to commemorate the anniversary with a vast circular mosaic on a nature reserve overlooking the site of the mine. The entire community will also take part in a full weekend of special events to remember the pits and those that worked in them. On the evening of Friday 21 November a procession with lights will walk to Ifton Meadows Nature Reserve, while on the morning of Saturday 22 November a special launch event will unveil the memorial mosaic. On Sunday a further procession with lanterns and church services will remember those who gave up their lives working underground.

Other grants made in this round of awards include: Age Concern Donnington Day Centre in Telford and Wrekin, who receive £7,100 to help members learn new craft and photography skills, and Youthful Promise in Edgbaston, given £2,801 to give young people with autism the chance to create and record music.
