COUNTY AGE GROUP TRIALS TO TAKE PLACE

NOMINATION FOR COUNTY/DISTRICT YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE TRIALS FOR THE 2009 SEASON If you require a nomination form for county and district youth representative trials for season 2009 please e mail Andy Grice andy.grice@ecb.co.uk or ring 07831 158522.

Trials start at different age groups from September 21st so please read the following carefully.

Players should be nominated to the respective manager ideally at least two weeks in advance of the trial. Please make sure that players who are nominated are informed accordingly. On the basis of the information received, the Manager/Coach shall notify players to attend the trial and notify them directly to this effect.

PLAYERS WHO JUST TURN UP ON THE DAY WITHOUT ANY PRIOR NOTIFICATION TO THE MANAGER WILL NOT BE ABLE TO TAKE PART IN THE TRIAL

It is vital that you include as much information as possible on the nomination form. Please note that nominated players should fulfil the following criteria:
• Play for an established club/school
• Must have played a minimum of 4 hardball games (U11 to U13s)
• Must be nominated by a current ECB coach.

PLEASE NOTE THAT NOMINATED PLAYERS MUST HAVE PERFORMED VERY WELL AT YOUTH CLUB LEVEL TO BE NOMINATED FOR COUNTY/DISTRICT TRIALS.

County boy’s programmes in 2009 will be run for U13, U14, U15, U16 and U17.

District programmes will take place at U10, U11 and U12 age ranges in 2009. You will be informed of the details of Coaching Courses and trials shortly. We will also be announcing shortly the Girls County Age Group Programme, again for further information contact Bob Askey.

Age groups are defined by the player’s age at midnight on 31 August 2008.

The level of fees charged will be as follows:

Trials - £20 for U16 and U17; £15 for U13, U14 and U15

This fee must be paid by cheque payable to “Staffordshire Cricket Board” and handed to the manager/coach on the day of the trial. Those selected to go forward to winter squad sessions will typically pay £5,£10 or £20/session depending on the length of the sessions. Those selected will be informed of dates/times of squad sessions.

GO GREEN FUND

In answer to recent questions with regard to the go Green Fund, Staffordshire Cricket has the following advice but be quick as this fund is running out fast.

The ‘Go Green’ Club Fund is open to all ECB affiliated Clubs who registered for, and participated in, NatWest CricketForce in 2008.

The fund is designed to promote the concept of cricket clubs ‘going green’ and to support the UK’s short target to reduce CO2 omissions by 20 per cent by 2010.

All projects must evidence an environmental theme and/or improve energy efficiency.

Examples of the type of project that will be supported include:

· Solar Panels

· Wind Turbines

· Low energy lighting

· Improved thermal efficiency of walls, windows and roofs

· Installation of energy efficient products e.g. boilers

· Provision of bicycle storage

· Water conservation

· Composting / Recycling Schemes

Grants cannot exceed 75 per cent of the total project costs and are limited to a maximum of £10,000 per club. However, EWCT reserves the right to review other projects under special circumstances.

After much anticipation the LV National Girls under 17's Final took place at Oakamoor between Staffordshire and Somerset.

Somerset decided to bat after winning the toss on a beautiful sunny day perfect for a final of this stature.
After an early tight spell of bowling by Staffordshire captain Georgia Elwiss, Somerset started to score more freely with captain Anya Shrobnall to the fore scoring 38 in a partnership with Sophie Luff.
Staffordshire through good bowling by Katherine Whyle 2-24, Elsa Evans 1-28 and Charlotte Whyle 1-24 established some control in the middle of the 40 over innings. Luff (39) and Hannah Sparks (20 not out) regained the upper hand for a short while before Elwiss 3-14 returned to take late wickets and leave Somerset on 138-8 at the end of the innings.

Staffordshire's reply started brightly with a 34 run opening partnership between Georgia Elwiss and Danielle Wyatt. Wyatt (32) continued to dominate but her dismissal with the score on 54 left Staffordshire with an uphill struggle.
Elsa Evans (18), did well but Staffs struggled to come to terms with Lauren Shrobnall 5-14 and Laura Rowlands 2-23 ending 95 all out.

Captain Georgia Elwiss commented "I'm extremely proud of my team who have been immense all season and who have given their all. I would like to thank them all and the coaches for their help all season"

Coach Dave Ford said he was very proud to have reached the national final two years running and he was proud of the girls achievements in winning the league and reaching the national final.
