WEST MIDLANDS SCHEMES IN THE 

MONEY WITH A LITTLE LOTTERY AID

An innovative scheme to help disaffected children become young leaders in Dudley, a chance to put Dartmouth Park back on the map in Sandwell, and a scheme to unearth young tennis talent in Worcester are among the projects set to benefit from grants from the Lottery’s Awards for All programme, announced today. 

A total of £511,994 is being distributed to 75 groups across the West Midlands in the latest round of awards. 

Awards for All is the small grants scheme administered by the Big Lottery Fund on behalf of Lottery good cause funders, Arts Council England, Big Lottery Fund, Heritage Lottery Fund and Sport England. The scheme makes awards of between £300 and £10,000 to grass-roots community groups and voluntary organisations.

John Taylor, Big Lottery Fund Head of the West Midlands region, said:  “It’s fantastic that 75 different schemes are sharing in well over half a million pounds of Lottery funding this month because it means so many people in the West Midlands will benefit. From projects focused on giving young people a strong sense of social responsibility to regenerating a green space to developing sporting talent, countless people in the area will feel the positive effects of this round of awards.”

The Hawbush Community Project receives £8,650 to help young people from the Hawbush Estate near Brierley Hill rediscover a sense of purpose and social inclusion through the ‘Hands Up’ project. 

According to Government figures the area experiences a high measure of deprivation and there are few chances for children to get access to education and skills. To help turn the tide Hands Up will encourage between 20 and 40 local kids to volunteer their services for the benefit of the community at the same time as being asked to lead projects and be decision makers.
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Friends of Dartmouth Park will use a £5,470 award to help attract visitors back to the once grand park. The green space celebrates its 130th anniversary this year but has fallen into disrepair over the last thirty years, with facilities vandalised and a cafeteria and boathouse both lost to fire. The group will collect an oral and pictorial history of the park with a view to creating a permanent display for visitors and will also run special ‘restoration health walks’ around the grounds.

Worcestershire Lawn Tennis Club receives £9,923 to provide tennis sessions and festivals to local schools and could work with as many as one thousand children in the process. The outreach project hopes to introduce the sport to as many young people as possible and to develop talent that might one day go on to represent the nation. Starting in September, the club will run 12-week courses teaching tennis basics and will later host a special open day designed to attract new members into its junior side.

Other grants made in this round of awards include: Royal Engineers Association Birmingham And District Branch, who receive £3,800 to celebrate the group’s diamond jubilee, and Wye Amateur Boxing Club, awarded £2,750 to promote the sport and train instructors.
