	To provide key information on the NHS North Staffordshire Sports Club ‘Capacity’ funding scheme and the projects which have been awarded funding.

	3. Executive Summary

	Sport Across Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent (SASSOT) have awarded funding to 19 ‘capacity’ projects through the NHS North Staffordshire/SASSOT Sports Club ‘Capacity’ scheme. These projects target, either increasing capacity/membership within a sports club or for a sports club to obtain Clubmark/NGB accreditation. The partnership has awarded £9,497.72 to date. 


	4. Report

	During March 2009, NHS North Staffordshire provided £10,000 of funding to SASSOT. The aim of this funding was to increase the capacity of sports clubs within the Staffordshire Moorlands and Newcastle-under-Lyme districts of the county. 
One of the key elements in supporting participation in sport is building a quality club infrastructure whilst improving and developing the capacity for sports clubs to attract new members.

SASSOT, NHS North Staffordshire, Newcastle-under-Lyme Borough Community Sports and Physical Activity Network and Staffordshire Moorlands Community Activity Network want to ensure there is an extensive network of community sports clubs offering high quality sporting opportunities for young people.

Therefore, SASSOT developed and released the Sports Club ‘Capacity’ Funding project in April 2009, which was designed to meet the main objectives of SASSOT’s Club Support Plan and those of NHS North Staffordshire.

The ‘capacity’ funding scheme was established to develop the sports club infrastructure and increase the number of Clubmark / NGB accredited sports clubs within Newcastle-under-Lyme and Staffordshire Moorlands. 

Evidence collected independently of NGBs suggests that Clubmark clubs have, over the past two years, increased junior participation, raised the number of active, qualified coaches and improved levels of coach qualification, thus making them, in their own view and that of the evaluators, more effective and sustainable community sports clubs.

The ‘capacity’ funding scheme was open to all sports clubs, which lie within the boundaries of either Newcastle-under-Lyme Borough or Staffordshire Moorlands District and there were 20 grants available of up to £500 each.

The funding was available to sports clubs who require financial assistance to support or develop a new project, which fitted into one of the following categories:

· Clubmark / NGB Accreditation or Re-accreditation

Assistance and support for sports clubs to achieve accreditation or for 

re-accreditation 
· Widening Access / Increasing Opportunities

Projects, which will increase the capacity of sports clubs to attract more children and young people in regular participation

Please find below a collated summary of all the projects, which have been awarded funding. Each project will have to report back on KPI progress and a case study on completion.

Comments from a number of sports clubs have demonstrated the value of this funding to date;

Currently SASSOT are identifying the opportunity to replicate this sports club ‘capacity’ funding project throughout the rest of Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent.

SASSOT Sports Club Accreditation Funding

Sport Across Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent (SASSOT) recognise that a modern network of sports clubs will be the centrepiece of people’s sporting experience and we want to develop welcoming, accessible and accredited sports clubs in partnership with National Governing Bodies of Sport and ensure there is an extensive network of vibrant community sports clubs offering high quality sporting opportunities for young people. One of the key objectives of the SASSOT Club Support Plan is to increase the number of accredited sports clubs across the sub-region. 

Therefore, partly funded by South Staffordshire PCT, SASSOT have introduced the Sports Club Accreditation funding scheme to increase the number of sports clubs being accredited or re-accredited with Clubmark, NGB Accreditation or the SASSOT QualityMark.

 

Up to £500 of funding is available to sports clubs who require financial assistance to achieve and pass their accreditation criteria. All sports clubs benefiting from this funding must be based within Staffordshire and Stoke on Trent to qualify and commit to achieving accreditation within 6 months. Applications can only be submitted electronically and the 1st round of applications must be submitted by Wednesday 21st October 2009.
