	Community Games – MT for Chris Turner (Enc 8)

Report presented to inform of the background to the Community Games which are part of the West Midlands’ Legacy Trust and focus on sport and cultural events/festivals.
Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent’s target is to deliver 88 games between now and Sept 2012. 
Funding of £35,000 has been received for advocacy and to support training and marketing of the events/festivals. There is no funding to support delivery.

The Chair called a vote and Adam Hill was duly elected as ‘Community Games’ Champion. The Board then endorsed the formation of a task and finish sub group comprising of AH, Chris Turner, Chris Kirkland and Vanessa Darlington to drive the games forward.

	Coach Data Management System – CoachWeb – MT on behalf of Lee Booth (Enc 9)

Report presented. 

The Board was asked to endorse the expenditure of £5,000 from SASSOT’s workforce budget to purchase CoachWeb, a coach data management system. A user group would be set up to monitor the benefits of the system that would be supported by a dedicated resource (Lee Booth, Coaching Development Manager). The database would be available for use by all Partners for cultural as well as sports staff, manage professional development and inform the delivery of the education and training programme.
Several concerns were raised in terms of duplication (NGBs already hold the information), sustainability (cost to Partners beyond year 1) and data validity (onus is on the customer).  

To progress it was agreed that:
· AW check with other NGBs to see if they already have CoachWeb, if it can be shared (to avoid duplication) and who is using the current coach database

· SASSOT carry out an exercise on what CoachWeb can do over and above the current coach database, see where the gaps are and how it can be improved 

· Encourage Partners to use the current coach database, increase the number of coaches on there and then reassess it
· A report to update Board Members be brought to the next meeting
