	1. Purpose of Report

	To advise Board Members of the outcome of a recent data collection exercise carried out by SASSOT on Young People’s Sport and Physical Activity Participation.


	2. Recommendation(s)

	Note the results and proposed future actions contained at the end of the Executive Summary and main report on the data collection exercise.


	3. Executive Summary

	The national Physical Education and Sport Strategy for Young People (PESSYP) was a strategy funded by the previous government and jointly managed through Sport England and the Youth Sport Trust. One of the key aims was to raise levels of participation by ensuring ALL young people were able to regularly take part in physical activity, school and community sport as part of the ‘five-hour offer’.

As part of this strategy all schools were required to provide two hours a week of National Curriculum Physical Education (for pupils aged 5-16), plus one hour of school sport each week for all pupils aged 5-19. In addition all young people aged 5-19 were encouraged to do a further two hours of sport / physical activity organised by local sports clubs, schools, community providers and other organisation. In effect it was a 2 + 1 + 2 offer, a five-hour offer. 

In the summer of 2009 the Youth Sport Trust (YST) requested local data relating to the Five-Hour Offer.  This required local partners to collate figures relating to actual participation and potential hours available to young people across a variety of sporting / physical activity opportunities. There was no requirement from YST to collect this data again during 2010. Nonetheless, SASSOT recognised the value that this data can have in influencing local planning and supporting increasing take-up of participation in PE, school, community sport and physical activity. 

The coalition government are currently reviewing their strategy related to this area of work.

In Staffordshire some critical work between SASSOT, Staffordshire Leisure and Cultural Officers Forum, the County, City, District and Borough Councils and the County School Improvement Team is underway to develop an overarching strategy relating to a Young Person’s PE, Sport and Cultural Offer.

The rationale for this being that participation and engagement in high quality PE, sport and cultural activity enables children and young people to enjoy and achieve, it raises aspirations and promotes a sense of well-being which contributes to the five key outcomes of the Children’s Act:

· Higher attainment levels

· Healthier communities

· Safer, stronger and more sustainable communities

· Economic vitality and workforce development

· Meeting the needs of children and young people

Future Actions

1. The SASSOT-wide data collection report will be presented at the relevant forums (Staffordshire Leisure and Cultural Officers’ Forum, SASSOT Executive Board, SDO Forum, Facility Managers’ Forum, NGB Forum and CSP/SSP Interface Group)

2. A report on establishing the principle of a Staffordshire PE, Sport and Cultural Offer is to be considered by the Staffordshire Local Authority Chief Executives

3. Development of the overarching strategy will be undertaken by a steering group consisting of: 

i. Assistant Director Culture, Museums and Libraries – Staffordshire County Council

ii. Chair of Staffordshire Leisure and Cultural Officers’ Forum

iii. School Improvement Officer for PE and Active Lifestyles

iv. School Improvement Officer for Drama

v. Director, Sport Across Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent

vi. Sports Manager - Sport Across Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent

5. Consultation on draft Strategy with partners

6. Report to Local Authority Scrutiny Panels/Cabinets
