	1. Purpose of Report

	To provide key information on the South Staffordshire PCT Sports Club/Coach funding scheme and the clubs/organisations which have been awarded funding.


	2. Recommendation(s)

	3. Executive Summary

	Sport Across Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent (SASSOT) have awarded funding to 31 sports club to help them achieve accreditation/re-accreditation and funded 49 UKCC qualifications through the South Staffordshire PCT/SASSOT Sports Club Accreditation funding scheme. The partnership has awarded a total of £23,182.730.


	4. Report

	During July 2009, South Staffordshire PCT provided £10,000 of funding to SASSOT. The aim of this funding was for the provision of an increase in volunteers acquiring a sports based qualification and for an increase in Clubmark / NGB Accredited sports clubs across the South Staffordshire Primary Care Trust area between 01st August 2009 to 31st July 2010.

SASSOT and South Staffordshire PCT recognise that one of the key elements in supporting participation in sport is building a quality club infrastructure whilst improving and developing the capacity for sports clubs to attract new members.

SASSOT tied in this funding to their current sports club accreditation and coach scholarship funding programmes and worked with relevant partners to focus on sports clubs and coaches based in the South Staffordshire PCT area.

Challenges

· As you can see from the Sports Club accreditation funding rounds; Rounds 3 & 4 had considerably less sports clubs applying and receiving funding for club accreditation or re-accreditation than the first 2 rounds.

· We have had limited engagement from clubs in East Staffordshire and Tamworth.

· Out of the 31 sports clubs who applied for funding, only 1 could achieve the SASSOT Clubmark / QualityMark while the remaining 30 clubs being able to achieve their own NGB accreditation.

· As SASSOT do not have contact details for all sports clubs within the South Staffordshire PCT area, promotion of the funding schemes directly to the clubs can be challenging, especially if the sport does not have an NGB officer located within the sub-region.
· SASSOT have to rely on Sports Development teams in Local Authorities promoting the funding available to their local clubs.
Recommendations

· SASSOT have recently undertaken a Priority Mapping audit, which has identified the shared club priorities between School Sport Partnerships, Local Authorities, NGBs and SASSOT.

· Through this audit, priority sports clubs have been identified as a priority to achieve accreditation by;

· Being involved in Sport Unlimited Activity

· Having a formal School-Club link with a school, 

· Highlighted as a NGB Focus Club, 

· Registered with You Find Me,

· Highlighted as a priority club for a Local Authority 

· Or currently working towards accreditation

· Future sports club accreditation funding rounds will target these identified clubs and a real push will be made to promote the funding scheme to them and encourage them to apply.

· Although, sports clubs from 12 different NGBs received funding, for future rounds SASSOT wants to engage with a higher number of clubs / NGBs particularly those from ‘minority’ sports that can achieve the SASSOT Clubmark or QualityMark.

· Promotion of the funding scheme will target additional networks particularly using CSPANs to engage with their local clubs.
