	To provide an update to the Executive Board on the recently-announced London 2012 Mass Participation Legacy Plan.

	3. Executive Summary

	Plans for the mass participation legacy from the London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games were announced on 15th November.  Unveiled by the Minister for Sport and the Olympics, Hugh Robertson MP, ‘Places People Play’ is a £135 million Lottery-funded initiative.  Delivered by Sport England, it will answer London 2012’s promise to inspire a new generation to play sport.  

A separate element of the 2012 Legacy is the new School Sport Competition structure, which will create a range of new opportuntiies for young people to get involved with competitive sport via Intra- and Inter- School Competitions, County Festivals of Sport and a showcase National Event


	4. Report

	‘Places People Play’ is a £135 million initiative that has been made possible by the Government’s National Lottery reforms and will bring additional funding into grassroots sport.  It will be delivered by Sport England, in partnership with the British Olympic Association, the British Paralympic Association and the London Organising Committee of the Olympic and Paralympic Games.  It will bring the inspiration and magic of a home Olympics and Paralympics into the heart of local communities, encouraging more people to get involved in sport.

Places

Sport England and their partners will transform the places where people play sport, making the benefits of London 2012 visible in cities, towns and villages across the country via:

Inspired Facilities

· Clubs, community and voluntary sector groups can apply for between £25,000 and £150,000
· There needs to be a proven local need for a facility to be modernised, extended or modified
· Up to 1000 facilities will be supported with at total of £50 million
· This will be launched in February 2011 with applications open in April for the first of five £10 million funding rounds up to 2014-15
Iconic Facilities

· Large-scale multi-sport facilities
· Needs to be of regional significance in at least two sports
· £30 million total with three £10 million funding rounds in Autumn 2010, Autumn 2011 and Autumn 2012 (Autumn 2010’s round was previously branded as ‘Sustainable Facilities’)
Playing Fields

· Protecting, improving or bringing back into use playing field sites

· Aiming to secure the future of many sites for a minimum of 25 years

· Linked to the Queen Elizabeth II Fields Challenge (Fields in Trust_

· £10 million total with five £2 million rounds starting in January 2011 with the final round in 2014-15

Faciliites supported by the above three funding streams will be the only ones to carry the London 2012 Inspire mark, a permanent celebration of their role in the legacy of the Games.

Role for CSPs

· The details of CSPs’ involvement has yet to be confirmed but we envisage that this will include raising awareness of the funding streams and providing advice to potential applicants

People

Individuals will be inspired to make sport happen at the local level, embedding the Olympic and Paralympic values in grassroots sport, via:

Sports Leaders / Activators (working title)
· 40,000 new leaders (16+ tbc) will be recruited nationally, with 50% remaining active after their required 10 hours of volunteering
· £2 million total for the initiative, running from April 2011 to March 2013
· Further details to follow by 26th January
Role for CSPs

· CSPs will play a key role in this initiative, with responsibilities including:

· Compiling a menu of suitable volunteering opportunities

· Recruitment of volunteers

· Briefing workshops for potential volunteers

· Following up placements to ensure retention rates are high


Play

Sporting opportunities and challenges will be created to give everyone the chance to become part of the mass participation legacy, through:

Gold Challenge

· An independent initiative to encourage 100,000 adults to complete challenges in 5, 10, 20 or 30 Olympic and Paralympic Sports
· Can be an individual or team challenge, with millions of pounds being raised for a wide range of selected charities
· Self-funding, but up to £4 million will be available to Sport England to invest 
Role for CSPs

The details of CSPs’ involvement has yet to be confirmed but we envisage that this will focus around publicising the initative

Sportivate

This is a national campaign that aims to provide opportunities for young people to receive coaching in a sport of their choice then to encourage them into maintaining regular participation

· Targetting 14-25 year olds who are semi-sporty or non-sporty

· Offers 6-8 weeks of coaching 

· Focus on sustaining participation beyond the coaching block

· Starts 01.04.11 and runs for 4 years

· SASSOT  will receive £156,420 each year for four years

· Overall 4-year ‘retain’ KPI target (those attending 5 out of 6 sessions) is 5865

Role for CSPs
· CSPs will lead on this programme within their areas
· A Steering Group has been set up within Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent, and will meet for the first time on 31.01.11, where possible delivery models will be considered
An additional £8 million will be invested across the three strands of the programme to ensure that people with disabilities are able to fully-access each element.
School Sport Competition

Although not part of Places People Play, this new competition structure is part of the Government’s plans for a lasting sporting legacy from hosting the 2012 Games.

· The competition will run at four levels:

· Level 1 = Intra School Competition

· Level 2 = Inter School Competition

· Level 3 = County Festivals of Sport

· Level 4 = National Event

· Pilots are currently taking place in various CSP areas, with the pilot sports being: athletics, badminton cricket, golf, hockey, netball, rugby union, swimming, tennis, volleyball plus polybat, table cricket, new age kurling, boccia and wheelchair basketball.  The Black Country is the West Midlands’ pilot
· Levels 1 and 2 are likely to be resourced from current school staffing resources and from the recently-announced government funding that will release a teacher in every secondary school for one day per week
· Level 3 will be funded via Sport England – further details have yet to be provided
Role for CSPs

· CSPs will play an active part on the sub-regional Steering Groups for the Level 3 competition (this is likely to be written into Sport England’s revised Core Specification for CSPs)

· Any other involvement is expected to be an individual CSP’s decision
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
