	3. Executive Summary

	In order to provide the Executive Board with an overview of the work of the Core Team across all work areas, the achievements for the period January to March 2011 have been summarised in the attached document. These achievements have been mapped against the Partnership’s 2010-11 Delivery Plan to illustrate the progress the Core Team has made against the Partnership’s core functions of:

1. Develop and maintain strategic alliances and local networks for the development of sport, PE and physical activity

2. Delivery of cross-sector services to meet the priorities of partners 

3. To increase awareness of the value of sport, PE and physical activity

4. To assist partners to make evidence based decisions to implement local developments and support partners to demonstrate the impact of sport, PE and physical activity

5. Manage and operate the CSP to ensure sound governance arrangements and compliance with funding conditions are in place

Highlights for the Quarter

It is pleasing to report that good progress continues to be made against the Delivery Plan targets.

This quarter’s highlights include:

1. 7 projects supported via the ‘Activities Across Staffordshire’ fund aimed at increasing participation in physical activity.

2.  ‘ACCESS Across Staffordshire’ fund - £5000 awarded to projects to support hard to reach groups access sporting opportunities.

3. Exceeding the 3 year target that was set for the Sport Unlimited programme. A total of young people have participated in the Staffordshire and Stoke – on – Trent programme of which were retained exceeding the original target by

8.    Coaching

i. 16 Staffordshire University students have completed the training on the multi-skills coach recruitment and development programme. All coaches registered on Coach Web. A funding bid to Co-op Community Dividend to run the project next academic year has been submitted
ii. 181 coaches supported to take new qualifications in 2010/11. The anticipated return on investment will be 6000+ coaching hours over the next 12 months targeting 3500 participants
iii. 162 coaches are now registered on the system and a pilot to take bookings and payments online for workshops was successful. Delegates can now book and pay online for Safeguarding and Protecting Children workshops and First Aid workshops.

iv. SASSOT received confirmation from Sport England ref funding for the Community Sports Coach extension programme.

9.      Education and Training Programme

i. Most successful year for the workshop programme to date with changes to the planning process and pricing structure leading to the delivery of more workshops and higher levels of attendance. 
10.     Investment 
i. SASSOT supported Staffordshire University and Keele University with the submission of a joint bid to Sport England. ‘Active Universities’ fund – Application awarded £107,000

ii. SASSOT has been involved in supporting partners access £2.7 Million of external investment during the past 12 months to support the development of sport and physical activity.

iii. Assisted Trentham Boat Club, Dove Valley Junior Archery Club & Little Stoke Bowling club with funding applications

11.     Marketing and Knowledge Management

i. Website mapping facility developed to allow SASSOT to provide service to NGBs ref club data

ii. SASSOT ‘Facebook’ pilot initiated – report prepared for Board.

iii. Investment impact documents produced for each core funding partner – 12 of the current 13 funding partners have committed to continue funding into the partnership, the final partner is currently considering their position.
iv. Twelve sport-e newsletters issued with a total of 264 articles. Mail distribution list has reached 2,641 recipients
v. Disabilit-e News continually being produced and distributed. Now distributed to 380 recipients.
vi. Sub Group of SLCOF established with SASSOT representation, revised KPI data set agreed. SASSOT will collect and collate data and provide analysis and commentary on Sport and Physical activity information provided by City, district and Borough councils.

12.     Safeguarding
i. High levels of interest in Safeguarding courses have continued throughout the year with a total of 15 workshops delivered.
ii. Lead officer piloting new framework requirements over next 12 months

iii. Updates have been circulated to partners outlining key changes to this scheme that have been proposed as part of the governments Freedoms Bill. SASOT will continue to work with the CPSU and partners to implement these changes as and when they come on line
