	National Governing Bodies of Sport

· SASSOT has responded to all requests received from 16 National Governing Bodies of Sport during the quarter and actioned as appropriate. The type of support provided is detailed in the reporting template.

Delivery Intelligence

· SASSOT has presented the Sport England Toolkit to our Network Groups. A Community Asset Transfer event is planned for October; this will be aimed at local authorities and clubs.

· Supported the development of the East Staffordshire Sports Volunteering Action Group.

· Engaged with Volunteer Centres through the Sport Makers project.

· Linking various NGB’s with HE and FE contacts across the area.

Strategic Networking

· All the Staffordshire and Stoke on Trent Partner and CSP Networks continue to meet with SASSOT representation and support. A list of the sub regional network groups we are involved in is listed in the report.
· Support we have provided to local authorities in the quarter is detailed in the report.
· SASSOT has collated and provided a wide range of partners with data and intelligence material. 
Coaching

· Delivery Plan has been signed off by Sport England and SCUK. Satisfactory progress is being made against the outputs detailed in the plan and we have been given a Green rating by SCUK at the Q2 progress meeting

CYP Exchequer Funding

· SASSOT has supported the development of the School Games Local Organising Committee (LOC), developed the Terms of Reference, provided secretarial support to the LOC and agreed to prepare the funding application to draw down the funding and act as the fund holder.

Sport Makers

· Significant work is taking place to engage partners re placement opportunities for the programme, for example NGB’s, local authorities, universities, colleges, Forestry Commission, Community Games organisers.

· First programme of workshops and conventions has been arranged for delivery

· Promotional material has been distributed at university and college’s and posted on the SASSOT Facebook and Twitter pages.

Sportivate

· Delivery has commenced and we achieved a retention rate of 289 young people, the target was 299. One project is still to report its KPIs.

· SASSOT is currently ranked as Red by Sport England as we did not return our KPIs by the deadline that Sport England amended from the original date that had already been communicated to our Delivery Partners. It was felt that to change the original date that partners had been asked to complete the returns by would have lead to a number withdrawing from the project and this was felt to be an unsatisfactory risk to our future delivery of Sportivate.
