	3. Executive Summary

	In order to provide the Executive Board with an overview of the work of the Core Team across all work areas, the achievements for the period April to September 2011 have been summarised in the attached document. These achievements have been mapped against the Partnership’s 2011-12 Delivery Plan to illustrate the progress the Core Team has made against the Partnership’s core functions of:

1. Develop and maintain strategic alliances and local networks for the development of sport, PE and physical activity

2. To deliver services and programmes to ‘grow’, ‘sustain’ and ‘excel’ in sport and physical activity

3. To increase investment in sport, PE and physical activity within the sub region by advocating their value and by providing the intelligence to enable partners to make evidence-based decisions.

4. Manage and operate the CSP to ensure sound governance arrangements and compliance with funding conditions are in place.

Highlights for the Quarter

It is pleasing to report that good progress continues to be made against the Delivery Plan targets.

This quarter’s highlights include:

1. Successful delivery of phase 1 of the Sportivate Plan achieving our retain target of 299.

4.       Disability Sport 

i. Funding application to Aiming High to establish Disability Multi Sport Clubs across the County was successful. £35,000 drawn down.

iii. The two Aiming High family fun days delivered in September attracted 169 participants (Stafford 109, South Staffordshire 69)
