	1. Purpose of Report

	To advise Executive Board Members on the results of the Active People Survey 2 for Staffordshire & Stoke-on-Trent 




	2. Recommendation(s)

	For the County Sports Partnership to produce a report based on these results identifying changes that have occurred at a local level and identifying factors that may have influenced these changes.   




	3. Executive Summary

	The Active People Survey 1, a survey of adults’ (16 years and over) participation in sport and active recreation in England, started in October 2005, and finished (with 364,000 completed interviews – a minimum of 1,000 per Local Authority area) in October 2006. Due to the success of the 2005/6 Active People Survey, the survey has been repeated.  Active People Survey 2 has been conducted over the period of October 2007-October 2008.

This report details the key results for participation, volunteering, club membership, tuition, competition and satisfaction rates for each Local Authority in Staffordshire as well as the CSP.   


	4. Report

	Due to the success of the 2005/6 Active People Survey, the survey has been repeated.  Active People Survey 2 has been conducted over the period of October 2007-October 2008.  The key difference between the surveys is the scale, as only 500 interviews were conducted per Local Authority compared to 1000 sample size per LA in Active People Survey 1.  The reduction in sample size has been due to cost implications although all LAs were given the opportunity to pay for an increased sample size (none of the LAs in Staffordshire & Stoke-on-Trent chose this option). 

When reviewing the results of Active People Survey 2 it is important to note that approximately a 5 percentage point change is required at a local authority level before any change in participation is considered significant. Any smaller level of change should be considered a direction of travel.

Overall our headline participation rate (3 x 30 mins moderate intensity activity) has reduced slightly compared with 2006 (20.3% to 19.6%) this is however higher than the West Midlands region average of 19.1%, (see table below for comparison). We are delighted to see that three of the Staffordshire Local Authorities, East Staffordshire (23%), Newcastle-under-Lyme (23.5%) and South Staffordshire (22.3%) have seen an increase in participation figures (Newcastle and South Staffordshire form part of the Staffordshire LAA target cohort for NI 8 16+ participation in sport and active recreation).


On very positive note as a County Sports Partnership area we have seen an increase in volunteering (4.6% to 4.9%), club membership (24% to 24.3%), tuition (16.5%-17.4%) and competition (13.1%-14.8%) these figures compare favourably with the West Midlands and National results.

As a County Sports Partnership we plan to produce a report based on these results to see what has changed in terms of those areas which have a reduction in participation and those that have an increase. We will collate the information, including examples of good practice, and circulate to partners to help inform our work going forward. It is also worthy of note that many of the new Community Investment Fund projects aimed at getting our adult population more active, more often, are now coming on-line in some areas and these should begin to impact over the coming months. 

The results shown below are the participation, volunteering, club membership, tuition, competition and satisfaction rates for each Local Authority in Staffordshire as well as the CSP.  A green box indicates an increase however these should only be considered as directional change as the increase is not by more than 5% each time.
