	· All specific award conditions have been met
· Appropriate achievements of National Standards in both Equity and Safeguarding have been met
· 8 of 9 CSNs have been established; 7 of which are embedded and effective against the year-end target of 6
· Step-into-Sport is on target
· Community Sports Coach Scheme (CSCS). Due to the fixed-term nature of these posts and a number approaching the end of the funding period, there has been some staff turnover over the past quarter. Whilst the number of coaching hours is on target for quarter two, the reduction in the number of coaches may impact on the achievement of targets in forthcoming quarters. The total number of young people receiving coaching through the CSCS for the two quarters is 6642. This has been flagged as amber in light of the fact that with the turnover in staff, due to the fixed-term nature of the project funding, the 20,000 target for the year may not be achieved. Where possible, contracts have been extended but the opportunities to do this are now becoming increasingly limited
