	This report provides an updated summary of the School-Club Links Funding project, which is part of the CSP’s Club Development Strategy.

	3. Executive Summary

	As part of the Club Development Strategy, it was agreed to fund each School Sport Partnership £5000 to develop new and innovative school – club link activities and / or support and extend the existing provision. The overall outcome of the project is to increase the number of young people participating in sport through community clubs.

This report summarises the key performance indicators achieved so far, halfway through the funding period.




	4. Report

	The School Club Links programme is a fundamental part of the Government’s National School Sport strategy. Its purpose is to strengthen the links between schools and local sports clubs and, in so doing, increase the number of children and young people who become members of accredited sports clubs. 

High quality links between schools and clubs enable young people to: make the most of their experiences in both settings; try out new sports; feel comfortable in a club setting and, as a result, be more likely to continue participating once they leave school.
Increasing the number of school – club links is a target in Sport across Staffordshire and Stoke on Trent’s Annual Delivery Plan, so this funding project was seen as essential in strengthening the links between clubs and schools and therefore helping to create a culture of participation from a young age throughout the sub-region.

The focus of the SASSOT funded project work differs between the 10 School Sport Partnerships. Some have decided to focus on working closely with a small number of identified clubs to create strong links across their partnership schools, and others have decided to focus on creating links between individual schools and as many local clubs as are interested.  

The attached document provides a summary from the first monitoring period (01/04/07-30/09/07), of the KPIs achieved so far within each School Sport Partnership (SSP) and the sports and clubs involved.

The project was originally set to run for 12 months, ending 31st March 2008. However, it has been decided to extend the monitoring period to the end of the summer term 08 so we can get the full picture of the project KPIs achieved across a complete academic year.

Since the start of this project a generic School-Club agreement template has been produced which SSPs and NGBs can use when developing links with clubs or schools, research has identified this as a major factor in developing sustainable school-club links. This agreement template has ensured more standardised school-club links are now being developed throughout Staffordshire and Stoke on Trent.
