	To provide an overview of sport and active recreation funding coming into the SASSOT sub-region. Focus is given to the Community Investment Fund (Open and Portfolio Bids) and Awards for All.




	2. Recommendation(s)

	3. Executive Summary

	CIF – Open Applications

· 31 Open applications have been submitted from the SAASOT sub-region

· Total project costs of £11.67m requesting £2.21m of CIF funding

· To date 10 projects have been successful with project costs totalling £8.04m, receiving £1.21m of CIF funding

CIF – Portfolio Applications

· 21 projects were encouraged to Stage 2 with total project costs of £7.47m, requesting £1.82m of CIF funding

· 3 of those projects have been successful (Forestry Commission’s Chase Trails, RFU’s District Coach and South Staffordshire PCT Health Fit). These projects have total costs of £2.92m and have been awarded £394,800 of CIF funding (Ratio of 6.3:1 match to award)

· A further 4 projects have been submitted and are awaiting decision. Costs for these projects total £558,433, requesting £227,556 of CIF funding.

· 14 projects are still to be submitted with costs totalling almost £4m and requesting £1.2m of CIF funding.

· It is intended that these projects will be submitted by the end January 2008 to allow SEWM the 8-week turnaround to commit funds by the end of March 2008.

· SASSOT are currently working with project leads to progress these bids and identify any projects which will not be submitted at Stage 2.

Awards for All

· 2006 – a total of £914,403 was awarded to 187 projects. 62 were sport/active recreation linked and received £320,598.
