	Year 2 Plan Feedback from Sport England

Sustainability

MR – Girls soccer had a competition at the end of the weeks which gave it some competitiveness, this worked well and helped with sustainability.

MJ/CW – Leisure passes worked well.  Particularly where all gyms attached to high schools.

Need to let people know more about what SU is all about to encourage sustainability and participation and also for an increase of application for spare funding:

· Learning Events could be run in the day for leads and then in the evening for clubs to attend to let them know what were about and help with sustainability.

· Idea to have evening meeting to include ClubMark, Sport Unlimited, PESSYP

· 12th May – do a briefing re Sport Unlimited meeting for the ‘Speed Dating’.  

· Can also cover SU as a standard agenda item at NGB forums.

Semi Sporty

Sport Unlimited is targeted at young people doing 2 –3 hours sport a week with the focus. Sports Unlimited activity is meant to give these young people 1 hours extra sport a week. 

CW – questionnaire revealed that those kids targeted for SU would prefer to do the activities straight after school time ie 4pm rather then 5pm, as they’d have to go home and come back.

Age Profile 

BA – what age targeted and should younger kids be targeted strongly to encourage sport early on?

CW – There is other funding already available and being delivered for he younger key stage 2 so generally it’s the older kids that are targeted for SU. 

It was agreed that for future plans 20% must target 16-19 for delivery plans.

Disability sports

Not much in year 2 plans on disability delivery.

Suggestion was raised of maybe looking at working with both Playground to Podium and Sport Unlimited together. One of the main issues always around providing disability sports is transport but Community Learning Partnerships have helped in the past and so this could be a possibility.

Could do another Special Olympics similar to the programme already running on this would could then bid for SU funding.  An allocation of money for people to bid for disability/special needs sports. Proposed £18K divided by 9 districts ie £2k each.
